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More broadly, one study shows that politically active NGOs�including the Open Society and Ford Founda-
tions�have provided extensive support to certain mandates, shaping priorities and agendas.137 In several cases, 
mandate-holders have acknowledged funding from authoritarian regimes and serial abusers of human rights. 
The o�ce of Ben Saul, the Special Rapporteur on counter-terrorism and human rights, accepted $150,000 
from China in one year. Alena Douhan, the Special Rapporteur on �the negative impact of the unilateral 
coercive measures,� which means Western sanctions on dictatorships, received more than $1.3 million from 
Russia, China, and Qatar.138 No accounting or explanation has ever been provided as to how these funds were 
used, or by whom. Such funding undermines the independence and credibility of UN-appointed experts.

It is striking that no public accounting or expense breakdown is provided. The absence of basic disclosure 
raises serious concerns about the lack of oversight, controls, or safeguards governing hundreds of thousands 
of dollars paid to UN experts by governments�including China, Qatar, and Russia�as well as by foundations 
with explicit political agendas.

These structural weaknesses are compounded by the absence of e�ective accountability mechanisms. 
Although a Code of Conduct exists for Special Procedures,139 it has not been enforced. The Code prohibits, 
among other things, accepting gifts or bene�ts that could in�uence a mandate-holder�s work.140 Yet, violations 
routinely go unaddressed. 

When UN Watch raised repeated concerns about Francesca Albanese�s non-compliance, the President of 
the Human Rights Council declined to act and instead referred the matter to the Coordination Committee, a 
body composed of fellow mandate holders.141 While that committee does have an �internal advisory procedure� 
that can examine complaints, it expressly provides that its powers are �limited by its mandate to enhance 
and facilitate the work of mandate-holders.� The committee has no disciplinary authority, and primarily acts 
as an advocacy union for the special procedures�the complete opposite of being an investigator or judge.142

The result is a system in which Special Procedures can issue false, in�ammatory and libelous statements, 
overtly advance political agendas, and publish reports based on unveri�ed claims and faulty legal reasoning, 
without any meaningful oversight or accountability.
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 Conclusion and  
Recommendations
Taken together, the patterns of ideological bias and structural deficiencies outlined above reveal a systemic 
distortion of the Special Procedures mechanism. Rather than advancing universal human rights, parts of 
the system have become vehicles for politicized advocacy, applying double standards and eroding institu-
tional credibility. This conduct enables authoritarian regimes to deflect scrutiny while disproportionately 
targeting democracies, thereby weakening the integrity of the broader human rights framework. Coupled 
with persistent gaps in financial transparency and accountability, these dynamics ultimately undermine the 
UN’s moral authority.

In light of the structural deficiencies identified in this report, the following recommendations aim to 
restore credibility, ensure accountability, and re-anchor legitimacy in democratic states and independent 
professional standards.

 Legitimacy

Democratic States Should Form a Parallel Accountability Coalition

Like-minded democracies should create a coordinated bloc of states to jointly assess and publicly rate Special 
Rapporteurs, issuing collective statements when standards are violated. Legitimacy must derive from this 
democratic coalition, not from a Human Rights Council that is composed mostly of dictatorships and other 
non-democracies.

Comprehensive Review of Mandates

The coalition of democracies should undertake a systematic review of all Special Procedures mandates with 
a view to terminating those that are duplicative, fall outside the Council’s core competencies, or undermine 
the promotion and protection of individual human rights. Mandates that overlap with existing UN bodies 
or lack a clear legal basis should be discontinued. If the Human Rights Council fails to adopt the proposals, 
the democracies should launch a global campaign to expose the structurally compromised and illegitimate 
mandates and the Council’s failure to reform.

Reform of the Selection Process by External Oversight

Given the structural deficiencies of the Human Rights Council and its Consultative Group, democratic states 
should not rely on internal UN mechanisms to ensure the integrity of appointments. Instead, a coalition of 
like-minded democracies should establish an independent external vetting process to assess candidates 
for Special Procedures mandates against objective criteria of independence, impartiality, and professional 
integrity. This should be done ahead of each session based on the applications that are published, and by inter-
views—independent of those conducted by the UN process—with willing candidates. The democratic coalition 
should publicly evaluate shortlisted candidates, issue reasoned assessments, and oppose the appointment of 
individuals with records of political advocacy, bias, or conflicts of interest. Legitimacy in the selection process 
must be established externally and not delegated to a politicized body.
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 Funding and Influence

Prohibition on Earmarked External Funding

To safeguard independence, Special Procedures mandate-holders should be prohibited from receiving or 
benefiting from any earmarked or external funding, whether channeled through OHCHR or provided directly 
or indirectly by states, foundations, or other entities, including through the funding of staff or volunteers. 
All funding should be centralized within the UN regular budget and allocated in a transparent, rules-based 
manner that ensures fairness and institutional neutrality.

Prohibition on Sponsored Travel and Hospitality

Special Procedures mandate-holders should be prohibited from accepting travel, accommodation, meals, or 
any form of hospitality or in-kind benefit from external actors, including governments, NGOs, academic insti-
tutions, or advocacy groups. All official travel and related expenses should be funded exclusively through the 
UN regular budget under transparent and standardized rules. This requirement reflects existing obligations 
under the Code of Conduct, which provides that mandate-holders must act free from any form of external 
influence and must not accept any favor, gift, or remuneration from governmental or non-governmental 
sources in connection with their mandate. The current practice whereby mandate-holders are invited, hosted, 
and financially supported by interested parties is inconsistent with these principles, creates clear conflicts of 
interest, and undermines the independence and impartiality required of their functions.

Interim Transparency and Disclosure Requirements

Pending the elimination of external funding arrangements, full and detailed public disclosure of all forms 
of external support, financial or in-kind, received by Special Procedures—including any funded staff or 
volunteers, or expenses such as travel, accommodation, meals, and other hospitality provided by external 
actors—should be mandatory. This should include the identity of donors, amounts, purposes, and any condi-
tions attached. In addition, mandate-holders should publish detailed accounts of expenditures and operational 
costs. Such disclosure is essential to expose conflicts of interest and ensure accountability.

Disclosure of Staffing, Contributors, and Expenditures

Special Procedures mandate-holders should be required to publicly disclose the full composition of their 
teams, including all staff, consultants, and volunteers, regardless of whether they are funded through the UN 
or by external actors, or if they are unpaid. Given the authority exercised by mandate-holders, transparency 
regarding who produces their work is essential to ensure accountability and guard against undisclosed 
influence.
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 Standards & Conduct

Strengthened Evidentiary Standards

Given that Special Procedures reports are increasingly cited by international courts, all reporting must adhere 
to rigorous evidentiary standards. OHCHR should apply and enforce clear methodological requirements to 
ensure that factual assertions are based on objective, reliable, and independently verified information drawn 
from credible sources, and that unsubstantiated or advocacy-based claims are excluded. However, in light of 
documented concerns regarding OHCHR’s inconsistent application of standards, internal oversight cannot 
be regarded as sufficient and must be complemented by independent external scrutiny.

Prohibit Social Media Statements by Mandate-Holders

The use of social media by Special Procedures mandate-holders is incompatible with the methodological rigor 
required by their role and should be prohibited. Instantaneous commentary or advocacy on social media is 
antithetical to the functions and duties of Special Procedures, which require rigorous verification, consul-
tation with concerned states, and measured reporting, through formal outputs such as annual reports to the 
Human Rights Council and General Assembly and official press communications. Moreover, as documented 
in this report, the egregious social media conduct of certain mandate-holders—including the use of abusive 
language, endorsement of violence, and amplification of unverified claims—has exposed patterns of bias and 
conduct fundamentally inconsistent with basic professional standards. Democratic states should therefore 
treat any public statements made by mandate-holders on social media as evidence of compromised profes-
sional judgment and decline to engage with or rely upon individuals who make such statements in connection 
with their mandate.

 Accountability & Consequences

Establish an Independent External Review and Accountability Mechanism

Democratic governments should jointly establish an independent external mechanism to review the work 
and conduct of Special Procedures mandate-holders. This mechanism should not only audit reports, but also 
investigate alleged violations of professional standards, publish detailed findings, and systematically expose 
methodological flaws, bias, and reliance on unverified sources.

The Coordination Committee, whose members are the professional peers of those under review, cannot 
be expected to act with full independence. Its recent conduct underscores this reality. The Committee has 
repeatedly rallied behind fellow mandate-holders despite credible complaints, while its own past Chair was 
condemned for the use of abusive and inappropriate language on social media, for which she was found guilty 
of unprofessional conduct by South Africa’s health regulatory authority.

In the absence of credible UN enforcement, external scrutiny by democracies should serve as the primary 
vehicle for accountability.

Deny Platform Legitimacy to Compromised Mandate-Holders

Governments and parliaments should refuse to host, meet, or cite mandate-holders who violate basic 
standards of impartiality. No invitations, no endorsements, no amplification.

Introduce National-Level Vetting and Rebuttal Mechanisms

Foreign ministries should systematically review and formally rebut flawed UN reports, placing authoritative 
responses on the public record and circulating them to courts, media, and diplomatic partners.
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Challenge the Use of Deficient UN Reports in International Litigation

Where Special Procedures reports that fail to meet basic standards of evidence and impartiality are cited 
before international judicial bodies such as the ICJ or ICC, states should formally challenge their admissibility 
and probative value, documenting bias, procedural deficiencies, and the absence of evidentiary rigor.

Build a Public Database of Bias and Misconduct

The democratic coalition should maintain a centralized, evidence-based repository tracking statements, 
affiliations, funding sources, and methodological failures of mandate-holders, making patterns of bias 
impossible to ignore.

Impose Targeted Diplomatic Consequences

States should consider visa restrictions, diplomatic downgrades, or formal censure for mandate-holders who 
engage in egregious misconduct, particularly where incitement or endorsement of violence is involved.

Redirect Engagement to Credible Human Rights Mechanisms

If reforms are not forthcoming, democracies should shift political and financial support toward international 
or regional bodies and independent mechanisms that retain higher professional standards, rather than legit-
imizing compromised Special Procedures. These should include, inter alia, mechanisms of the OSCE and the 
Inter-American Commission on Human Rights.

Irene Zubaida Khan has been Special Rapporteur on the right to freedom of opinion and expression since 
August 2020.143  Born in 1957 in East Pakistan, now Bangladesh, she joined UNHCR in 1980, working there for 
two decades. In 2001, Amnesty International announced her as “the first woman, the first Asian, and the first 
Muslim” to be appointed as the organization’s Secretary-General.144 The appointment of Khan in 2020 to the 
UN post came despite serious questions about her competence and ethics. She was forced to leave Amnesty 
International in 2009, under mysterious circumstances.145 Amnesty supporters were shocked later to discover 
that Khan had received a secret payout package from the organization of some £533,103 (around $904,000 
at the time)—more than four times her annual salary, and amounting to 4% of Amnesty’s annual budget.146
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Khan was selected to be Rapporteur by a 5-member UN committee led by China.147 The mandate, created 
in 1993, is to report and make recommendations on the right to freedom of expression.148 Her selection by a 
China-led panel is particularly noteworthy in light of her longstanding public engagement with Beijing, and 
the thematic agenda that she promoted.

As Secretary-General of Amnesty International from 2001 to 2009, she prioritized criticism of the United 
States, famously describing the Guantanamo Bay detention facility, which held some of the world’s most 
dangerous terrorists, as “the gulag of our time.”149

Gradually, Khan redirected the organization’s focus away from civil and political rights, away from the 
organization’s founding mission of defending prisoners of conscience, and toward broad issues of global 
poverty.

As director of the International Development Law Organization from 2012 to 2019, she celebrated the 
organization’s “fruitful history of partnership with China” during a speech in Beijing.150 Over the years, Khan 
frequently visited China and praised the regime, including its Belt and Road initiative, which has facilitated 
Beijing’s persecution of the Uyghurs.151  

Since assuming her UN post, Khan has repeatedly used her platform to advance an anti-Western and 
anti-Israel narrative while giving a free pass to authoritarian regimes that systematically restrict freedom 
of expression.

Since its creation in 2001, the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund has donated over $1 billion, with a focus on social 
justice and far-left organizations. In 2024, it announced that it would wind down by the end of 2028.153 In 2023 
alone, Wellspring gave over $5 million to Human Rights Watch and $1.7 million to Amnesty International, 
both of which have been criticized for applying double standards in their treatment of Israel, while devoting 
comparatively less scrutiny to authoritarian regimes. It has also given millions to organizations such as 
openDemocracy, which regards democratic institutions and free speech norms as instruments that enable 
oppression;154 Oxfam-America, which has been criticized for advancing an ideologically driven critique of 
Western economic systems and capitalism;155 and trans-rights-in-sports advocacy groups, which advocate 
ideological positions that override sex-based categories in competitive athletics.156

As noted in the Key Findings, earmarked funding from private foundations with overt political agendas, 
like the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund, whether routed through OHCHR or provided directly to mandate-
holders, unduly influences mandate implementation and undermines the independence required of Special 
Procedures.

Sweden and Switzerland also should not be funding a UN position that has been politicized and weaponized 
to attack the West.

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Atta cks the West While Ignoring Violations by 
Repressive Regimes
During her tenure at Amnesty International, Khan repeatedly praised China while entirely overlooking its 
authoritarian repression of dissidents.157 Since assuming the role of Special Rapporteur, her criticism has 
remained strikingly muted. She has tweeted only two weak criticisms about China, three on Vietnam, two 
on Pakistan, one on Venezuela,158 and none at all about Cuba, Eritrea, Nicaragua, North Korea, or numerous 
other repressive regimes.159

By contrast, she condemns Western democracies—particularly the U.S. and Europe—for allegedly silencing 
dissent on Palestine. In May 2024, Khan praised Chilean President Gabriel Boric’s “calm” handling of a 
pro-Palestine protest, urging U.S. leaders and Columbia President Minouche Shafik to follow his example.160 
She argued that American universities have a “duty” to support student protesters’ freedom of expression161—
ignoring the fact that such protests have included overt antisemitism, incitement to violence, glorification of 
terror, and destruction of university property.

This pattern intensified over time. In October 2024, Khan claimed that “the best universities & cultural 
institutions in Western countries” were colluding with their governments “to intimidate, isolate & silence 
dissenting voices on the Palestinian situation,” thereby, she argued, diminishing the vitality of democratic 
life.162 In March 2025, she went further still, retweeting Francesca Albanese’s assertion that the “Western 
pretence of civility is over”163—a sweeping condemnation that equates democratic institutions protecting 
Jewish students with authoritarian repression.

Khan  Muted on Major Abuses of Freedom of Expression
This selective outrage stands in stark contrast to her relative silence on far more egregious and systematic 
violations of freedom of expression by authoritarian regimes. For example: 

Venezuela - In five years as the UN’s free speech monitor, she has issued only one tweet and two state-
ments criticizing the Maduro government’s free speech violations.164 Her only other tweet about Maduro 
criticized the U.S. raid that led to his arrest.165

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Turkey - When Turkey’s Erdogan shut down the internet in the country multiple times during her tenure, 
Khan was completely silent—in September 2025,166 March 2025,167 February 2023,168 and in November 
2022.169 As Special Rapporteur, she has issued no statements or reports on free speech violations by the 
Turkish government.170

Iran - When the Islamic regime shut down the internet amidst its crackdowns on the 2022 Mahsa Amini 
protests and the 2025-26 anti-government protests, Khan was completely silent on X. During her entire 
tenure as Special Rapporteur, she tweeted about Iran only seven times.171 While she signed onto joint UN 
statements criticizing the government crackdown in each instance, she did not issue any independent 
statements of her own. Moreover, the joint statements were not issued promptly: the first was released on 
October 26, 2022, in response to protests that began on September 16, 2022; and the second on January 
13, 2026, in response to protests that began on December 28, 2025.172

Myanmar - Since the February 2021 military coup in Myanmar, Freedom House has noted a 22 point 
drop in the country’s internet freedom score.173 For the last three years in a row—2023, 2024, and 2025—
Myanmar was ranked at the bottom of Freedom House’s freedom on the net index,174 together with China. 
Yet, Khan has issued only two joint press releases on Myanmar in June 2022 and March 2023.175 She has 
tweeted on the issue only four times.176

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Saudi Arabia - Saudi Arabia has a poor record on freedom of expression, with a ranking of 162 out of 180 
on the Reporters Without Porters press freedom index177 and regular crackdowns against government 
critics. Censorship is widespread with all media outlets requiring a government license and approval 
by the Ministry of Media of all senior personnel.178 Even after completing his full ten-year sentence in 
March 2022, Saudi Liberal Network blogger Raif Badawi continues to be subject to a ten-year travel ban.179 
Moreover, prosecutions for social media activity deemed critical of the government continue. In May 
2025, a Saudi Arabian court sentenced British citizen Ahmad Al-Doush to ten years (later reduced to 
eight years) in prison, apparently over a deleted 2018 social media post that mentioned his relationship 
with the son of a Saudi critic.180  Yet, Khan has only made one critical post on X regarding Saudi Arabia—in 
March 2021—a brief statement about freedom of journalists.181 During her entire tenure, she has co-signed 
only four official UN statements on Saudi Arabia—only one addressing censorship,182 and one consisting 
primarily of praise.183 The other two concerned executions, an issue not directly related to her mandate.184  

Defe nds Hamas-Affiliated Al Jazeera Journalists
In addition to targeting Western democracies, Khan also used her mandate to repeatedly amplify anti-Israel 
narratives while downplaying or ignoring abuses committed by terrorist groups and authoritarian regimes. 
Since October 7, 2023, her interventions have reflected a striking lack of objectivity. She has endorsed pro-Pal-
estinian student protests, invoking #FreeKhalil—referring to pro-Palestinian activist Mahmoud Khalil who 
was detained for three months during his deportation proceedings—and framed demonstrations, marked by 
intimidation, harassment of Jewish students, and incendiary rhetoric as exercises of “fundamental rights.”185

Khan uses her mandate to defend Al Jazeera, Qatar’s state-funded broadcaster which routinely amplifies 
Hamas propaganda and serves as a mouthpiece for the terrorist group’s messaging.186 In April 2024, Khan 
described Israel’s closure of Al Jazeera as “blatant censorship” and part of a broader campaign to suppress 
news of “atrocities.”187 In May 2024, Khan attacked Israel’s ban on Al Jazeera repeatedly, calling it “unlawful,”

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“disproportionate,” and an attempt to “deprive Palestinians of their #Right2Info.”188 Likewise, she criticized 
the Palestinian Authority when it banned Al Jazeera in January 2025.189 In October 2024, Khan met with Al 
Jazeera representatives as part of her advocacy for the pro-Hamas outlet.190

Khan’s condemnation of Israel is grounded in claims that Gaza is the most deadly place for journalists in 
“the past 30 years”191—conveniently ignoring the fact that many of Gaza’s purported journalists are terror 
operatives working for Hamas and other terror groups.192 She has repeated this claim multiple times, including 
at a September 15, 2025 UN Press Conference.193 At least five Al Jazeera “journalists” killed during the Gaza 
war have been documented to be Hamas operatives,194 yet Khan dismisses these reports as “unsubstantiated 
claims”195 and “smear campaigns.”196 Khan also advocated for Wael Dahdouh,197 a known Palestinian Islamic 
Jihad operative,198 calling on the IDF to guarantee his safety while falsely presenting him as a civilian despite 
his terror affiliations.199

In September 2024, Khan co-signed a UN statement condemning Israel’s targeted pager attack on top 
Hezbollah operatives as a “terrifying” violation of international law and a possible “war crime.”200 Her 
retweet of the statement demanded an independent UN investigation into Israel’s alleged “indiscriminate and 
dangerous explosion of pagers and radios in Lebanon.”201 Whatever the merits of Israel’s attack on Hezbollah 
operatives, the issue falls entirely outside Khan’s mandate as UN Special Rapporteur on freedom of expression.

These charges dovetail with Khan’s embrace of lawfare against Israel. She endorsed the politicized ICJ 
genocide case filed by South Africa, tweeting that “all states must act together to prevent, halt, and punish 
genocide.”202 In a grotesque act of Holocaust inversion, Khan condemned Germany—“of all countries”—for 
opposing the case against the Jewish state.203 Once again, the issue was entirely outside Khan’s UN mandate 
on defending free speech.

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Not surprisingly, Khan collaborates with and supports the UN’s antisemitic rapporteur Francesca 
Albanese, a major promoter of the genocide libel against Israel. Khan not only defended Albanese against 
corruption allegations by UN Watch, but commended her for “carrying out her mandate with great integrity 
and transparency.”204 In September 2025, the two issued a joint statement condemning Israel for allegedly 
trying to “silence” Gaza’s journalists,205 highlighting the case of Anas Al-Sharif while completely ignoring 
Israel’s evidence-backed assertion that he was a Hamas military operative receiving a Hamas salary.206 

Just ifies Antisemitic Double Standards  
as Criticism of Israel
Khan participated in a webinar hosted by 7amleh,207 a group that actively campaigns against the Interna-
tional Holocaust Remembrance Alliance’s (IHRA) definition of antisemitism208—the most widely accepted 
contemporary definition, adopted by 47 countries including the United States, United Kingdom, Canada, 
Germany, and France.209 

In November 2023, Khan shared a joint UN statement she co-authored condemning “attacks, reprisals, 
criminalisation and sanctions” against those expressing solidarity with Palestinians.210 She insisted that 
“criticizing Israel is not antisemitism,” yet notably failed to acknowledge the widespread antisemitic violence, 
intimidation, and harassment carried out by the very individuals she was defending.

In March 2024, Khan escalated this line of argument, claiming that antisemitism is being “weaponized” 
to silence critics of Israel,211 echoing a false narrative frequently advanced by the UN’s antisemitic rapporteur 
Francesca Albanese. The latter regularly dismisses the alarming global rise in antisemitism by alleging that 
Jews fabricate such claims to shield Israel from scrutiny.212 Khan adopted a similar framing in her August 2024 
report to the UN General Assembly, which was dedicated entirely to examining “the impact of the conflict in 
Gaza on freedom of expression globally.” She accused Western governments of “unfairly equating advocacy 
of Palestinian rights with terrorism or antisemitism,” which she called a “disproportionate response” and 
evidence of “institutional racism against Palestinians.”213

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Uses Concept of “Anti-Palestinian Racism” to Suppress 
Free Speech 
Khan’s report repeatedly made reference to “anti-Palestinian racism,” a very recent concept that was actually 
created to suppress freedom of speech—the one human right that Khan is mandated to protect.214 The concept 
of “anti-Palestinian racism” (“APR”) was primarily advanced in 2022 by the Arab Canadian Lawyers Associ-
ation.215  

APR overlaps significantly with existing protections against discrimination based on national origin, 
which are already covered under established human rights law. Instead, the concept is used to frame Zionism 
as inherently racist, and to insulate pro-Palestinian narratives from criticism while labeling opposing views 
as discriminatory, effectively reviving the discredited 1975 UN resolution equating Zionism with racism. 
Unlike the IHRA Working Definition of Antisemitism, APR provides no safeguards for legitimate debate or 
differing viewpoints on the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. For instance, stating that Jews have had a continuous 
presence in Israel for over 3,000 years—countering narratives of Israel as a settler-colonial state—could be 
deemed racist under APR. 

As President and CEO of Canada’s Centre for Israel and Jewsih Affairs (CIJA), Shimon Koffler Fogel, wrote 
in Canada’s National Post, that the concept of APR represents “a transparent move to drape a specific opinion 
on a geopolitical issue using social justice buzzwords, both to insulate the pro-Palestinian narrative from 
criticism and silence opposing views on the conflict.”216

As the UN’s global monitor on freedom of expression, Khan should be the first to take a principled stand 
against APR. Instead, she has used her UN platform to elevate and legitimize a politicized concept created in 
2022 by the Arab Canadian Lawyers Association. This decision demonstrates that she is using her mandate 
to advance a political agenda rather than to defend universal human rights principles.

Tlaleng Mofokeng was appointed Special Rapporteur on the right to health in July 2020.217 A South African 
physician, Mofokeng was appointed to the South African Commission on Gender Equality in 2019 and 
has served as an adviser to the Gates Foundation, the International Women’s Health Coalition, and other 
health-related organizations. She also served in the South African Gauteng Department of Health and in the 
DISA Health Care (women’s) Clinic.218

The UN mandate that she holds, which was created in 2002, is charged with researching and reporting 
on the right to health throughout the world.219 Instead, Mofokeng actively promotes prostitution to teens, 
blatantly violates the UN Code of Conduct and core professional standards, and explicitly denies Israel’s 
right to exist.

Pattern  of Anti-Western Hostility and Ideological 
Extremism 
Mofokeng exhibits a consistent hostility toward Western states—particularly the United States—often 
expressed through highly personal attacks. She has labeled President Trump a “fascist,”221 told him to “stay 
home” from a meeting with South Africa’s president,222 and mocked his press conference as a “bad reality 
show.”223 She has denounced American foreign aid as “neocolonialism,”224 even endorsing claims that the U.S. 
is “occupying” Haiti,225 while simultaneously criticizing instances where foreign aid is insufficient.226 When 
Time magazine featured former U.S. Secretary of State Antony Blinken on its cover, she dismissed the image 
with a sneering “surely there’s no way.”227

“Filthy Rishi Sunak”

Her disdain is not limited to the United States. Mofokeng attacked UK Prime Minister Rishi Sunak, calling 
him “filthy”228 and “drunk, fucked up”229 after he issued statements on illegal immigration.

While condemning Western leaders and policies, Mofokeng has embraced authoritarian regimes. In July 
2025, she met with the Cuban ambassador to the UN and praised the meeting as a “great time.”230 In fact, the 
Cuban regime has an abysmal record on protecting the right to health of its people, while exporting its doctors 
abroad in a form of forced labor.231 Yet, Mofokeng has never once condemned Cuba’s gross and systematic 
violations of the right to health.

On the contrary, she venerated one of the violent leaders of Cuba’s Marxist revolution, Che Guevara, 
retweeting his claim that the United States is “the perpetrator of exploitation and oppression against the 
peoples of the world,” and affectionately referring to him as “Grandfather.”232

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Promotes  Prostitution to Teens
Mofokeng’s record is both erratic and deeply controversial. She is a prominent advocate for the decriminal-
ization of prostitution,233 even authoring an op-ed encouraging Teen Vogue’s adolescent readers to view it 
as a legitimate form of labor.234 While serious debate exists around the decriminalization of sex work, it is 
profoundly irresponsible for a UN expert to downplay its risks by assuring teenagers that “some people may 
have fantasies and kink preferences that they are able to fulfill with the services of a sex worker.” She said: 
“in some ways, aren’t we all [sex workers]?” Mofokeng’s op-ed ignores the widespread exploitation, abuse, 
and trafficking experienced by many women in the prostitution industry, offering minors a distorted and 
dangerously incomplete portrayal of a deeply complex issue.

When Mofokeng was appointed in 2020, Taina Bien-Aimé, Executive Director of the Coalition Against 
Trafficking in Women, criticized the selection, stating: “It is astounding that of all the experienced medical 
experts, the Human Rights Council would pick someone who encourages adolescent girls to consider prosti-
tution as a job.” She further added, “We rely on special rapporteurs to document human rights violations and 
urge governments to protect their most vulnerable populations from debilitating harm, inequalities, sexual 
exploitation and violence. Instead, it appears that OHCHR, which supports the Human Rights Council, is 
signaling that it too endorses legal frameworks that empower sex buyers and brothel owners.”235

Prostitution survivors, together with fifteen other women’s-rights groups, filed a detailed complaint against 
Mofokeng for libel and defamation after she “publicly disparaged and demeaned” a fellow UN expert who 
opposed efforts to legitimize prostitution.236

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Pattern  of Profanity, Racist Abuse, and Unprofessional 
Conduct
Mofokeng frequently uses explicit and abusive language on her X feed. Interspersed with posts about health 
and the United Nations, she refers to individuals as “that hoe”237 and a “disgusting elder.”238 When someone 
disagreed with her views on the COVID-19 vaccine, Mofokeng—the UN’s Special Rapporteur on the Right to 
Health—responded by telling them to “Shove it up your a**.”239

In January 2025, she tweeted that Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu should “F**k off.”240 Then, 
after UN Watch Executive Director Hillel Neuer called for her to be disciplined for inappropriate conduct, 
Mofokeng launched into a racist tirade against him, referring to Neuer as an “evil scum” “white man.”241

While the UN took no action, the South African Health Professions Council found her guilty of misconduct 
for “using abusive and inappropriate language on social media and for bringing the medical profession into 
disrepute.”242 Undeterred, Mofokeng doubled down, insisting that her tweets do not affect her professional 
integrity.243 In a follow-up post, she dismissed the council’s findings, accusing critics of “weaponizing” medical 
ethics.244

Supports BDS and Delegitimization of Israel
On social media, Tlaleng Mofokeng publicly endorsed the Boycott, Divestment, and Sanctions (BDS) 
movement245 and promoted the imposition of arms embargoes against Israel.246 She has accused Western 
healthcare workers of complicity in what she falesly labeled “Israel’s genocide.”247 At a March 2025 UNISPAL 
event, she declared: “We have watched the horror of a genocide in Gaza that has escalated in the West Bank, 
in Jerusalem, and Lebanon as well…”248 Her rhetoric goes beyond criticism of Israeli policy—she has rejected 
Israel’s right to exist entirely, tweeting the eliminationist slogan “From the river to the sea Palestine will be 
free,” accompanied by a map erasing Israel.249

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Implicit An ti-American Mindset
Katrougalos has a consistent record of singling out the United States for criticism, often in ways that reveal 
a clear anti-American bias.

He retweeted Alena Douhan’s calls for the U.S. to lift “unilateral sanctions” on Cuba293 and condemned 
Trump’s strikes on Venezuelan boats294—despite credible evidence that those vessels were trafficking narcotics 
to fund Nicolás Maduro’s regime.295 Disregarding this documented criminal activity, he dismissed the U.S. 
strikes as “unprovoked.”296 He even publicly challenged Venezuelan President-elect and Nobel laureate María 
Corina Machado for supporting the operations, insisting that “as UN experts we have condemned these attacks 
as blatantly illegal.”297

Katrougalos has also joined a UN statement attacking the United States for its June 2025 strikes on Iranian 
nuclear facilities, branding them “lawlessness” and denying the U.S. any right to self-defense against Iran’s 
escalating nuclear threats.298

Calls for “ Muslim World” to Get Permanent Seat on UN 
Security Council
In his report to the 60th Session of the UNHRC in September 2025, Katrougalos’s first recommendation 
was to give the Muslim World a permanent seat on the UN Security Council—“The Independent Expert 
recommends that: (a) The reform of the Security Council include permanent representation from India, 
Africa, Latin America and the Muslim world.”299

His proposal is at odds with the state-based structure of the United Nations Charter, which recognizes 
sovereign states, not religious or civilizational blocs, as members. It is unclear who would represent this 
category, but in practice such a seat would likely be controlled or heavily influenced by the Organization of 
Islamic Cooperation, a political bloc that includes some of the world’s most repressive regimes. Katrougalos’s 
proposal would effectively hand veto power to governments such as the Islamic Republic of Iran, Pakistan, 
Turkey, Qatar, and others with documented records of sponsoring extremism or suppressing basic freedoms. 
Institutionalizing a religious seat would politicize faith within global security governance, entrench bloc 
voting, and deepen paralysis. Rather than advancing meaningful reform, the proposal would undermine the 
universality, neutrality, and effectiveness of the Security Council itself.

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Undermines Israel’s Security and Whitewashes Terror 
Katrougalos has consistently advanced pro-Palestinian narratives that deny Israel’s right to self-defense and 
whitewash Hamas. In a lengthy October 28, 2023 tweet, he equated the October 7 Hamas attacks on Israeli 
civilians with Israel’s military response targeting Hamas, during which Palestinian civilians were regrettably 
killed.300 By portraying the two as equivalent violations of international law, he ignored the fundamental legal 
distinction between the intentional targeting of civilians, which is categorically prohibited, and incidental 
civilian casualties resulting from attacks on lawful military objectives. He likewise ignored Hamas’s respon-
sibility for endangering Gaza civilians by failing to abide by the rules of distinction—embedding military 
operations within civilian areas, using civilians to shield military objectives from attack, and systematically 
failing to distinguish its fighters from civilians, including by operating in civilian dress. 

In September 2024, following targeted IDF operations against Hezbollah in Lebanon—including airstrikes 
on Hezbollah targets and Israel’s pager operation—Katrougalos accused Israel of “extrajudicial killings” 
and called for the “punishment of war crimes.”301 In June 2025, he endorsed the controversial “Freedom 
Flotilla,” which sought to breach Israel’s lawful Gaza blockade302—a widely criticized provocation intended 
to delegitimize Israel.303

He has also advocated for the return of Palestinian refugees, a demand that would, in practice, end Israel’s 
existence as a Jewish state.304 In addition, he has defended pro-Hamas campus protests that target Jewish 
students and cause property damage,305 as well as the UK-based pro-Hamas group Palestine Action which 
was banned by the UK under its anti-terror laws.306

Katrougalos defended his antisemitic colleague Francesca Albanese, sharing posts expressing solidarity 
with her following U.S. sanctions.307 In September 2025, he appeared at an official UN press conference 
alongside Albanese, where he shamefully invoked the Holocaust to accuse Israel of genocide, asking, “Is it 
possible that the people who endured the Holocaust are now committing the most high of crimes, genocide 
against their neighbors?” He further accused Israel of undermining “the international legal order” and called 
for arms embargoes against the country.308

Michael Fakhri has been Special Rapporteur on the Right to Food since May 2020.309 A Lebanese-Canadian 
law professor now teaching at the University of Oregon, he specializes in food law and international economic 
law and has lectured in Qatar, Egypt, Lebanon, and other countries.310

Officially, his UN task is to report and make recommendations on “the right to food.”311 In reality, the 
mandate was conceived as an anti-Western project, and that has been its history. It was established by the UN 
Commission on Human Rights in 2000—at the initiative of Cuba’s Communist dictatorship.312

The first to hold the position was Jean Ziegler, a Marxist ideologue who in 1989 announced to the world the 
creation of the Muammar Qaddafi Human Rights Prize.313 Subsequent mandate-holders included Hilal Elver, 
wife and close colleague of 9/11-conspiracy-theorist Richard Falk.314 Both the U.S. and Canada condemned 
Elver’s appointment due to her extreme views and lack of relevant experience.

Following in this tradition, over his 6-year term, Fakhri has demonstrated a penchant for promoting 
anti-Western, antisemitic, and anti-Israel rhetoric.

Switzerland and Germany should not be funding a UN position that has been politicized and weaponized to 
attack the West.

Backed Maduro  Regime in Propaganda Trip to 
Venezuela 
In February 2024, Fakhri visited Caracas at the invitation of the Maduro regime. This visit is especially 
notable given that the Chávez and Maduro governments have systematically refused to permit genuine, 
independent UN scrutiny.

Over the past two decades, Venezuela has rejected official visit requests from a dozen different UN human 
rights mechanisms, including the Special Rapporteurs on human rights defenders, freedom of expression, 
torture, and freedom of assembly, and from the Working Groups on arbitrary detention and enforced disap-
pearances. Many of these requests were followed by repeated reminders spanning more than a decade. All 
were denied.316

Instead, the regime has selectively permitted only tightly managed propaganda visits by ideologically 
aligned, anti-Western UN appointees. In 2017, Alfred de Zayas, the Special Rapporteur on “a democratic 
and equitable international order,” became the first UN expert to visit Venezuela in 15 years. He was warmly 
received by the foreign minister and appeared at a government press conference, but failed to hold the Maduro 
regime to account.317 Rather than addressing the government’s abuses, de Zayas praised Maduro’s efforts to 
“promote peace” through “national dialogue,” blamed Venezuela’s human rights catastrophe on external 
actors, and even posted propaganda images on X falsely depicting food abundance amid widespread hunger.318

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Similarly, in 2021, Alena Douhan, the Special Rapporteur on “unilateral coercive measures,” conducted 
another propaganda visit, after which she attributed Venezuela’s economic collapse primarily to Western 
sanctions.319 

Fakhri’s visit followed this same pattern. He was warmly welcomed by Foreign Minister Yván Gil, who 
tweeted that it was an “honor” to host Fakhri and expressed eagerness to “collaborate” with him on “strength-
ening food security” in the face of U.S. sanctions.320 Fakhri met with senior government officials and concluded 
his visit with a press conference in Caracas, as reported by pro-Maduro media outlets.321

His statement at the end of his Venezuela mission made no reference to victims of the regime’s gross human 
rights abuses, nor did he condemn Nicolás Maduro, whose rule had driven nearly eight million people to flee,322 
creating South America’s largest refugee crisis. Instead, in a striking moral inversion, Fakhri portrayed the 
regime as a victim, calling for the lifting of “unilateral coercive measures”—that is, Western sanctions—against 
the dictatorship.323

Ironically, on February 15, one day after Fakhri concluded his visit, Foreign Minister Gil shut down the UN 
human rights office in Caracas, denounced the UN Charter as “colonialist” and “abusive,” and branded the 
UN “the private law firm of the coup plotters and terrorists who permanently conspire against Venezuela.”324 
Fakhri made no response.

In his March 2025 UN report on his visit, Fakhri wrote that he was “reassured that the Bolivarian 
Republic of Venezuela has many progressive laws…which hold the potential to realize the right to food,” and 
he commended legislation recognizing “the seed as a living being and a constituent part of Mother Earth and 
therefore as an object and subject of law.”325

Accuses Canada  of “Committing Genocide”
Fakhri accused Canada of “committing genocide” against indigenous people326 and claimed that human rights 
were born not of “western liberals” but of the “decolonization” movement.327 These claims reflect a distortion 
of established legal standards and a revisionist account of human rights history. The characterization of 
Canada’s conduct as “genocide” departs from the legal definition set out in the Convention on the Prevention 
and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, which requires specific intent and enumerated acts, thereby 
substituting advocacy language for legal analysis. Likewise, attributing the origins of human rights solely to 
“decolonization” ignores the central role of post-war legal frameworks developed within Western democratic 
systems.

Ideological Bi as Against Western Policies
Fakhri’s reports show a clear bias against Western democracies, especially the United States and Europe, 
while paying little or no attention to serious abuses by the world’s most repressive regimes. 

In a 2021 report about seeds, Fakhri accused the U.S. and EU of pressuring poorer countries into unfair 
trade agreements, claiming these countries had “no real choice.”328 In a 2024 report on fishing, he attacked 
Western-backed conservation efforts, calling them a new form of colonialism. The report ended with the 
line, “The ocean is our Mother and the rivers are her kin,” an emotive statement more typical of advocacy 
rhetoric than of the legal or empirical analysis expected of a UN Special Rapporteur.329 In a 2022 report on war 
and food, Fakhri singled out the United States as the only country in the world that he explicitly accused of 
discrimination against LGBTQ+ adults.330 Taken together, these reports reflect a consistent focus on Western 
democracies as primary violators, rather than a balanced assessment of global food-related human rights 
challenges.

Promotes Famine Libel and Anti-Israel Propaganda
On Oct. 12, 2023, in his first public response to the Hamas October 7 massacre, Fakhri condemned not Hamas, 
but the country it invaded: “Israel tightened its 16-yr blockade by now denying Palestinians in Gaza access to food 
& fuel: starvation of civilians is a war crime. Nothing justifies crimes against humanity as we are witnessing.”331 
He has never issued a statement condemning Hamas’s mass murder, rape, and hostage-taking, nor has he 
acknowledged the plight of Israeli civilians or hostages, tortured and starved in Hamas captivity.

As the UN expert on the right to food, Fakhri ought to have documented in detail the only deliberate 
starvation taking place in Gaza: Hamas’s starvation of hostages. Following her November 2023 release, former 
hostage Sapir Cohen testified that she was forced to “collect food scraps from the floor.”332 Murdered hostage 
Eden Yerushalmi weighed just 36 kilos (80 pounds) when her body was recovered by the IDF on September 
1, 2024.333 Fellow hostages Hersh Goldberg-Polin and Alexander Lobanov lost approximately 30% of their 
body weight in captivity.334

Hostages released in February 2025—Ohad Ben-Ami, Or Levy, and Eli Sharabi—appeared visibly emaciated 
during a Hamas-staged propaganda ceremony and testified to surviving on little more than a rotten pita every 
few days.335 In August 2025, Hamas released additional propaganda footage showing the emaciated hostages 
Evyatar David and Rom Braslavski.336 Yet Fakhri failed to issue a single statement addressing Hamas’s 
starvation of Israeli hostages.

Instead, Fakhri was one of the leaders of the United Nations’ famine libel campaign against Israel, ignoring 
substantial countervailing evidence. Even after the IPC Famine Review Committee’s June 2024 conclusion 
that “the available evidence does not indicate that Famine is currently occurring,” Fakhri insisted otherwise, 
tweeting that famine had spread “across all of Gaza.”337 In May 2025, he amplified the libel that 14,000 babies 
could die without immediate aid to Gaza, publishing an op-ed in The Guardian that falsely accused Israel 
of “19 months of a starvation campaign” while summarily dismissing Israel’s extensive efforts to facilitate 
humanitarian assistance throughout that period.338

This distortion of the humanitarian crises reflects Fakhri’s broader campaign to target Israel and deny its 
legitimacy. In May 2024, he accused Israel of “dispossessing the Palestinian people for more than 75 years,” 
i.e., since its creation in 1948.339 Meanwhile, he has defended UNRWA—the UN agency that keeps Palestinians 
as perpetual refugees. He also misrepresented the provisional order of the International Court of Justice in 
the South Africa v. Israel genocide case, falsely suggesting the court found Israel guilty of genocide—when in 
fact the ICJ merely issued preliminary measures without ruling on the merits.340 He further participated with 
University of Oregon faculty and staff in supporting the Boycott, Divestment, and Sanctions (BDS) movement 
against Israel, which seeks to isolate Israel economically, academically, and politically and openly contests 
Jewish sovereignty.341 

Fakhri also uses his platform to bolster bigoted UN officials. He has repeatedly defended Francesca 
Albanese,342 the Special Rapporteur on Palestine, who has been condemned for antisemitism by France, 
Germany, the U.S., Canada, and many others.343 Fakhri previously dismissed UN Watch’s documentation of 
Albanese’s record as a “witch hunt.”344 He also endorsed the anti-Israel tweets of fellow Rapporteur Tlaleng 
Mofokeng, while hailing her as “Sister Tlaleng.345” As detailed above, Mofokeng defends Hamas and endorses 
“armed struggle.”346

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Grotesque Anti semitic Report to UN General Assembly
In his 2024 report to the UN General Assembly, Fakhri accused Israel of genocide via starvation and included 
a cartoon graphic that evoked antisemitic tropes.347 The report marked a culmination of his campaign to 
criminalize Israel’s response to the Hamas invasion and massacre. In March 2025, during a press conference 
on the Occupied Palestinian Territory, Fakhri escalated his rhetoric against Israel, accusing it of “the fastest 
starvation campaign in modern history” and stating that “when Israel attacks the UN” it “is attacking every-
one.”348 

During the press conference, Fakhri also asserted that Israel “owes the Palestinian people reparations and 
the only way we are going to see a permanent ceasefire is through sanctions, wide-scale economic sanctions.” 
He elaborated that “If you’re going to sanction Israel, you’re also going to have to deal with its allies, and 
you have to reposition your place in the global economy. This is going to be difficult but it is necessary to 
protect yourselves and your own people.”349 In reality, Israeli military pressure on Hamas combined with the 
leadership of U.S. President Trump brought about a ceasefire in October 2025 which achieved a cessation of 
hostilities and the return of all of the living Israeli hostages, as well as all deceased hostages.

Fakhri’s record reveals a troubling pattern of weaponizing his mandate to exonerate authoritarian regimes, 
demonize Israel, and promote an ideological agenda antithetical to the UN’s purported values.

In May 2020, Balakrishnan Rajagopal assumed the role of Special Rapporteur on the right to adequate 
housing.350 An Indian law professor with a PhD from Harvard Law School, Rajagopal has been teaching at MIT 
since 2000 where he founded MIT’s Displacement Research and Action Network, the first university-based 
global network to focus on displacement and evictions. His academic specialty is “Global South” perspectives 
on human rights, inspired by his Indian roots.351 

Under the founding resolution, the mandate is to promote the realization of the right to adequate housing, 
identify obstacles and practical solutions, and identify “gender-specific vulnerabilities” in relation to the right 
to adequate housing.352 Rajagopal has used his mandate to defend dictatorships, whitewash Hamas crimes, 
and assail the West for supporting Israel.

The Open Society Policy Center, now called the Open Society Action Fund, is affiliated with the Open Society 
Foundations, founded by George Soros.354 The foundations have funded groups that trained activists in 
property destruction during the 2020 riots, backed Antifa, glorified the October 7 Hamas attack, and have 
links to the PFLP terrorist organization.355 In at least one instance, Open Society publicly acknowledged 
that a 2017 donation to a feminist activist center at Rutgers University was intended to influence—and did 
influence—a UN Special Rapporteur’s choice of topic for her annual thematic report.356

As noted in the Key Findings, earmarked funding from private foundations with overt political agendas, 
like the Open Society Policy Center, whether routed through OHCHR or provided directly to mandate-holders, 
unduly influences mandate implementation and undermines the independence required of Special Proce-
dures.

Germany also should not be funding a UN position that has been politicized and weaponized to attack the 
West.

Ideological Hosti lity to the West and Democratic 
Governance 
In 2008, Rajagopal co-edited a compilation of essays, International Law and the Third World, with former 
UN Palestine Rapporteur Richard Falk, a pro-Hamas official who was condemned by Secretary-General Ban 
Ki-moon for spreading 9/11 conspiracy theories.357 The book centers on dismantling the Western democratic 
state and advancing a narrative of “struggle against colonialism and economic imperialism.” Chapters include 
“Why Should Muslims Abandon Jihad?” and “Resistance in the Age of Empire.”358 In his own chapter (first 
published in 2006), Rajagopal denounces international law as an “imperial” system that supposedly “legiti-
mates the exercise of raw power by the USA,” even questioning whether the United States is morally distinct

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from China.359 He turned to Falk again for guidance on his 2009 book, International Law from Below, which 
reiterates the same ideological critique. Falk served as an external reader who reviewed and critiqued the 
manuscript.360

Rajagopal’s hostility towards law enforcement underpins his work as a UN expert. His social media posts 
routinely condemn the United States for enforcing basic laws—policing homelessness,361 clearing dangerous 
encampments,362 and deporting illegal immigrants363—revealing a deep bias against the core functions of the 
modern democratic state. He attacked the U.S. president’s executive order to “End Crime and Disorder on 
America’s Streets” and even urged individual states to defy it.364 He labeled the clearing of dangerous homeless 
encampments in Washington, D.C. as “cruel” and a “violation of rights,” ignoring the well-documented risks 
these encampments pose to women and other vulnerable residents.365 

Rajagopal’s ideological worldview translates directly into a skewed application of his UN mandate. 
Rajagopal routinely excoriates the United States while excusing or ignoring the abuses of authoritarian 
regimes such as China, Russia, and Iran. He has described the U.S. as a “rogue state,”366 the world’s “biggest 
threat to international peace and security” and “the protection of human rights,”367 and dismissed U.S. 
senators as “relics” and “bullies.”368 Instead of focusing on genuine housing rights violations worldwide, 
Rajagopal uses his position to advance a political agenda that targets democratic states while giving dicta-
torships a free pass.

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Attacks the U.S., Israel, and Western Media While 
Whitewashing Hamas
Throughout 2024—on issues having no primary connection with his mandate on adequate housing—Rajagopal 
targeted the U.S., Israel, and Western media while amplifying pro-Hamas narratives. In January 2024, 
Rajagopal quote-tweeted Francesca Albanese’s critique of “western media,” adding that when it is “this 
biased against Palestinian deaths and suffering, they not only fail the test of professionalism; they fail the test 
of human decency.”369 In May, he attacked Israel’s decision to ban Al Jazeera, portraying the Qatari network 
as a champion of “freedom” while questioning Israel’s democratic legitimacy: “The decision by Israel to close 
down Al Jazeera negates, once again, Israel’s claim to be a democracy. This is the reaction of a panicked and 
defensive regime that is afraid of freedom. Western preaching of democracy has never been more hollow.”370 

Rajagopal’s anti-American rhetoric escalated in August, when he tweeted “It is now clear that it is America 
itself which is leading genocidal war against the Palestinians. Israel is simply the instrument. All are equally 
guilty of grave breaches of international law and elementary decency but America is primarily at fault.”371 
This statement not only accused the U.S. of orchestrating genocide but also denied any Palestinian or 
terrorist culpability in the conflict. In November, he hailed the ICC’s arrest warrants against Israeli leaders 
as an indictment of the West, tweeting: “The ICC’s historic arrest warrants against leaders of a ‘Western 
democracy’—in the words of western media—is a TWAIL moment: impunity of the West for its grave crimes 
is ending.”372

His attacks on “western” media continued into 2025. In a May 2025 tweet, promoting a report by the 
radical-left +972 Magazine, Rajagopal accused Israel of “systematic destruction of homes in Gaza” as part 
of “the main strategy to commit genocide and annexation,“373 and scolded major Western media outlets: 
“Western media—@FT @TheEconomist @guardian @Independent and @nytimes @washingtonpost @
BBCWorld—wake up!”374

Rajagopal condemned any celebration of the rescue of four Israeli hostages that didn’t also mention Pales-
tinian victims.375 He supported Francesca Albanese’s conspiratorial suggestion that the U.S. was engaging in 
psychological warfare by overwhelming the media to normalize “a narrative of genocide and mass expulsion.”376

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Extreme Anti-Isra el Bias
In a March 2025 interview with Turkey’s Andalou Agency, Rajagopal accused Israel of committing genocide, 
implementing apartheid policies in Gaza for decades, and grossly violating international law.377 All of these 
issues are beyond his mandate to address adequate housing. In a July 2024 interview with Al Jazeera, he 
implicitly questioned Israel’s right to self-defense after the October 7 Hamas massacre, suggesting that Israel 
had not met the threshold for a legitimate defensive response. He claimed that “if there was a military justifi-
cation to respond to the attacks of October 7th… one would have to see a military operation,” and then dismissed 
Israel’s campaign in Gaza as “an extermination campaign, not a military operation.”378 

In the interview, Rajagopal further accused Israel of seeking to make Gaza uninhabitable “by erasing 
all signs of life, including their homes, food systems, and agricultural lands,” allegedly for the purpose of 
annexation.379 He has been accusing Israel of “genocide” since at least November 2023, citing the destruction of 
buildings in Gaza as evidence.380 These distortions ignore the central reality of Hamas’s human shield tactics 
and its vast 350-mile terror tunnel network beneath Gaza.381 

Rajagopal has repeatedly called on the international community to act against what he calls “domicide” in 
Gaza, which he argues should be its own “crime against humanity,” and has inserted these accusations into 
official UN statements.382 In November 2023, he initiated a UN statement accusing Israel of mass war crimes 
in Gaza for damage to civilian housing and infrastructure, conveniently ignoring Hamas’s responsibility for 
that destruction through its use of civilian areas and underground tunnels.383 In February 2025, he spoke at a 
Harvard Law School event sponsored by the Justice for Palestinians group, where he again alleged “domicide” 
in Gaza, reinforcing his narrative that Israel is systematically destroying Palestinian life.384

Institutional Bia s and Defense of Pro-Hamas Protesters
Rajagopal’s anti-Israel advocacy predates October 7, 2023. In his July 2022 report to the General Assembly, 
he accused Israel of apartheid and land confiscation.385 One of the individual cases highlighted in the report 
was that of Gazan resident Jawad Mahdi, who lost his home to Israeli airstrikes on Gaza City in May 2021. The 
report, however, omits the fact that Hamas initiated that round of fighting by launching unprovoked missiles 
at Jerusalem on May 10, 2021.

In his January 2025 report to the Human Rights Council on the global housing crisis, Rajagopal doubled 
down on his extreme positions. The report downplays current migration pressures affecting Western 
countries, dismissing them as “manufactured” and driven by “racist and nativist” sentiment. Rajagopal 
characterizes the term “migration crisis” as “political sloganeering” and shifts attention to Western states’

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19th-century colonial practices, arguing that present-day migration policies should account for “colonial-era 
burdens.” The report ultimately treats Western criticism of migration policy as evidence of a racist global 
order.386

Rajagopal applied a broad definition of migrants to include “international students.” In that context, he 
defended pro-Hamas student protesters who were expelled from university housing as a consequence for their 
actions. “It is particularly egregious,” he wrote, “that universities in the global North have sought to expel 
students from university housing as a punitive measure for protesting against the ongoing genocidal war in 
Gaza and the complicity of their universities through their endowments.”387 Rajagopal’s decision to focus on 
this issue as a primary concern for adequate housing demonstrates his selective political agenda.

By contrast, the report did not address major violations by authoritarian regimes that have generated 
millions of refugees worldwide, contributing to the global migration crisis. For example, while the living 
conditions for Venezuelan and Ukrainian refugees in certain countries were referenced, the report did not 
address the Maduro government policies or Russian aggression against Ukraine that caused those crises. 
The report was also completely silent on other major refugee crises caused by conflict, including in Sudan, 
Democratic Republic of Congo, and Myanmar.

When presenting his report to the Council in March 2025—despite the issues having no essential nexus 
to his mandate on adequate housing—Rajagopal urged the UN Human Rights Council to support both the 
International Criminal Court and UNRWA for their roles in addressing what he called global threats to “peace, 
accountability, and human rights.”388 He ignored, however, the weaponization of these institutions against 
Israel, and in particular, the extensive evidence of Hamas infiltration within UNRWA.389

Ignores Housing V iolations by Oppressive Regimes
By contrast to his fixation on the rights of pro-Hamas protesters in Western countries, Rajagopal ignored 
many major housing violations by oppressive regimes during the course of his tenure.

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China - Since 2017, China has forcibly displaced from their homes more than one million Ugyhurs—
members of China’s minority Muslim population—detaining them in forced labor and re-education 
camps.390 Rajagopal has tweeted only minimally about China,391 with his most recent post addressing 
housing violations dating to 2021.392 He has never referenced Xinjiang393 or the Uyghurs394  on his X feed. 
His Special Procedures engagement on China is similarly limited: he co-signed only one statement directly 
addressing Xinjiang, in September 2022395 following High Commissioner Michelle Bachelet’s report,396 
and one additional China-related statement in June 2020 that mentioned Xinjiang only in passing and 
did not concern housing rights.397

Turkey - Following the February 2023 earthquake that destroyed thousands of buildings and killed 
approximately 50,000 people in Turkey and Syria, the Erdoğan government faced sharp criticism for 
failing to enforce building safety codes.398 The disaster left an estimated 1.5 million people newly homeless 
in Turkey, according to the UN.399 Yet Rajagopal’s most recent tweet addressing homelessness in Turkey 
dates to 2016,400 before he became Special Rapporteur. He has co-signed only one Special Procedures 
statement on Turkey, in March 2021, which did not address housing violations.401

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Ethiopia - Since 2023, tens of thousands of homes in Ethiopia’s capital, Addis Ababa, have been demolished 
under the government’s Corridor Development Project, resulting in widespread forced evictions and 
homelessness.402 In addition, the two-year Tigray war, which ended in November 2022, caused massive 
displacement.403 As of January 2025, approximately one million people remained unable to return home.404 
Yet, Rajagopal has tweeted about Ethiopia only three times, all before becoming Special Rapporteur 
on housing.405 During his tenure, he has not issued or joined a single official UN statement addressing 
Ethiopia.406

In November 2023, Ben Saul began his term as Special Rapporteur on counter-terrorism and human rights.407 
A law professor at the University of Sydney, he specializes in counterterrorism and international law, and 
has taught at Oxford, Harvard, and the Xiamen Academy in China. The Chinese government is his largest 
funder, giving $150,000 in 2024. Saul has advised UN bodies, governments, and NGOs, including Amnesty 
International and Medecins Sans Frontiers.408

Under the 2005 founding resolution, the mandate focuses on offering technical assistance and expertise 
to states to ensure that counter-terrorism legislation and policies protect human rights and fundamental 
freedoms.409 Ben Saul has repeatedly demonstrated deep-seated anti-Western and anti-Israel bias through 
interviews, public commentary, UN statements, and social media posts.

Switzerland and Spain should not be funding a UN position that has been politicized and weaponized to 
attack the West.

Pattern of One-Sided  Criticism of Western Powers
Saul has repeatedly articulated ideological hostility toward America, the West, and Western institutions. He 
believes that “decolonization—not western liberals—established human rights on the global agenda.”411 He 
describes the United States as a “dystopia” conditioned to “dehumanization.”412 In 2020, he issued a “message 
to the western world” declaring that “your civilisation is killing life on Earth.”413 He wrote that “the West 
weaponises international law in pursuit of its own political ends,”414 characterizing Western enforcement of 
international law as “imperialism cloaked in law.”415

Saul has also repeatedly condemned U.S. counterterrorism efforts. He published an article denouncing 
the “unlawful” killing of a senior Al-Qaeda leader,416 asserting that such “vigilante justice discredits the U.S.”417 
and places it in an “awkward club” with Russia, Saudi Arabia, and Israel.418 He deemed the U.S. drone strike 
on Qasem Soleimani illegal419 and criticized America’s January 2021 designation of the Houthis as a Foreign 
Terrorist Organization.420

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This pattern carried directly into his official UN work. In his report to the Human Rights Council’s March 
2024 session, Saul accused the United States of “grave violations of international law following the attacks 
of 11 September 2001,” casting it as a perpetrator of “excessive and unlawful counter-terrorism measures.”421

He has likewise joined other UN experts in condemning U.S. policies. In July 2025, he criticized the U.S. for 
its deportation policies toward “irregular migrants.”422 In a September article for Just Security, Saul labeled 
the U.S. a “gangster-State” employing “vigilante justice” for targeting drug traffickers at sea.423 And in October 
2025, he joined UN experts in condemning U.S. threats against Venezuela.424

On December 2, 2025, Saul tweeted a call to arrest President Trump and Defense Secretary Hegseth for 
“mass murder” due to the administration’s targeting of drug traffickers.425

Ironically, while speaking at the 61st Session of the UN Human Rights Council in March 2026, Saul 
accused the United States of “naked aggression and renewed imperialism against Iran and Venezuela” while 
simultaneously praising Somalia as a “responsible state” that “is committed to strengthening human rights.”426

Saul has also attacked U.S. support for Israel. In May 2024, he denounced “political attacks in some western 
countries” on the International Criminal Court, ignoring the court’s politicization and biased approach to 
Israel.427 And when the United States targeted Iran’s nuclear facilities in June 2025, Saul rushed to defend a 
terror-exporting regime on the brink of acquiring nuclear weapons, portraying Washington—not Tehran—as 
the violator. He condemned the strike as “illegal aggression against Iran,” branded it “gunboat diplomacy,” 
and insisted that “nuclear facilities must never be attacked.”428 

Across both his official statements and social media activity, Saul has consistently singled out Western 
countries—particularly the United States, Israel, the United Kingdom, and Germany.429 Saul’s one-sided 
pattern is underscored by the $150,000 he received from China in 2024—an authoritarian government with 
which he maintains warm relations and almost never criticizes.430 

Whitewashes Antisemitism and Defends Extremists
Saul rejects the IHRA definition of antisemitism—the most widely accepted contemporary definition, adopted 
by 47 countries including the United States, United Kingdom, Canada, Germany, and France431 and widely 
used by governments and institutions to identify and combat antisemitism—dismissing it as a “weaponization” 
of the term.432

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He promoted his ABC News Australia interview opposing IHRA433 and, in a July 2025 Guardian op-ed, 
urged the Australian government not to adopt the definition. In that article, he endorsed a “one-state 
solution”—which would necessarily end Israel as a Jewish state—and defended the genocidal chant “from 
the river to the sea.”434

He denounced U.S. sanctions on the UN’s antisemitic rapporteur Francesca Albanese as “reprisals”435 and 
demanded they be lifted.436 He also attacked the Gaza Humanitarian Foundation, describing it as Israel’s 
“privatised, militarized aid delivery model that has killed Palestinians,”437 while praising UNRWA as “impar-
tial”438 despite its well-documented ties to Hamas.439

In March 2025, Saul joined other UN experts in defending non-U.S. citizen Mahmoud Khalil—who lied 
on his green card application and instigated violent anti-Israel protests at Columbia University—against 
U.S. deportation proceedings.440 In October, he joined a UN statement criticizing Germany for restricting 
pro-Palestinian protests, again defending the genocidal chant “from the river to the sea,” and ignoring violence 
by demonstrators.441 He has also defended organizations such as the PFLP-linked Addameer442 and Palestine 
Action,443 a proscribed terror organization in the UK.

Record of One-Sided,  Anti-Israel Rhetoric 
In 2014, nearly a decade prior to his UN appointment, Saul authored an op-ed for ABC News Australia 
attacking Australia’s diplomatic relationship with Israel.444 In February 2015, after touring a Hamas terror 
tunnel, Saul belittled the security threat by placing the term “attack” tunnel in sarcastic quotation marks.445

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In a December 2024 interview with the Harvard International Review, he criticized Israel’s response to 
Hamas attacks as a “massive overreaction” and prejudged Israel’s conduct, stating that it was evident from 
the outset that “Israel wasn’t going to play by the rules.” He also justified Palestinian rejectionism by claiming 
Israel has never offered a two-state solution “that respects international law.”446

On social media, Saul has repeatedly condemned both Israel447 and its allies.448 In April 2024, for instance, 
he cited a New York Times claim that U.S. selectivity in applying a “rules-based order” is a primary reason 
international law remains weak.449 In October 2022, he lamented that the “Coalition,” referring to Australia’s 
ruling government, continued to favor Israel and “[dismiss] the equal rights of Palestinians”450 in debates over 
recognizing Jerusalem as Israel’s capital. The government ultimately reversed its 2018 policy recognizing 
West Jerusalem and declined to recognize Jerusalem as Israel’s capital.451

In February 2024, Saul blamed Israel alone for Palestinian deaths linked to the search for food, asserting 
that “its failure to facilitate & secure humanitarian relief has induced widespread starvation,”452 while entirely 
ignoring Hamas’s theft and resale of humanitarian aid at exorbitant prices.

At a December 2024 UN press conference, Saul described Israel’s military campaign in Gaza as “unprec-
edented in the history of warfare in recent years,” accusing Israel of intentionally targeting civilians, using 
starvation as a weapon, and obstructing humanitarian relief.453 

Denies Israel’s Security
At another UN press conference in March 2025, Saul condemned what he called “Israel’s continuing illegal 
military provocations in the wider region,” specifically citing supposed “threats of force in Lebanon and Iran 
over the last year.”454 In doing so, he erased the aggression of Hezbollah, Iran, Syria, and the Houthis and 
dismissed Israel’s right to self-defense. He also advocated for the “return of refugees”—a formulation widely 
understood as a call to dismantle Israel as a Jewish state—and accused Israel of employing “scorched-earth 
tactics of the colonial counterinsurgency era.”455

Likewise, in a March 2025 UN session, Saul condemned what he called “relentless attacks on international 
norms,” attributing them to illegal annexations, arms suppliers, and political shielding of Israel, all while 
ignoring the escalating terrorist threats in the region backed by Iran. He went on to describe “apocalyptic 
violence in Palestine” as a consequence of international impunity and the world’s failure to confront Israel, 
once again disregarding the central role of Hamas and other Iranian-sponsored terror groups.456

Gina Romero was appointed in April 2024 as Special Rapporteur on the Rights to Freedom of Assembly and 
Association.457 Romero is a Colombian civil society activist and one of the co-founders of the Latin American 
and Caribbean Network for Democracy, where she served as executive director for 10 years.458 She has also 
held various managerial and advisory positions at other Latin American organizations, such as Democracy 
International and the Colombia-based OCASA.459 

Under the founding October 2010 resolution, the mandate is to monitor global trends relating to the rights 
to freedom of assembly and association, make recommendations, and report on violations.460 

Over the course of her UN term, however, Romero has consistently displayed open disdain for the United 
States, while advancing an aggressively anti-Israel agenda. Her rhetoric is inflammatory and partisan, 
routinely framing Israel as a uniquely malevolent actor while minimizing or ignoring the violence and 
repression perpetrated by its adversaries.

The Ford Foundation openly advances defined policy agendas, and describes its mission as promoting “social 
justice,” including initiatives on gender, racial, and economic equity.462 Ford has funded organizations that 
seek to boycott and delegitimize the State of Israel, including the Palestinian NGO Network, the Palestinian 
Society for the Protection of Human Rights, Breaking the Silence, and Adalah.463 

In 2003, the Ford Foundation acknowledged that its grants had funded NGOs involved in antisemitic 
activity at the 2001 Durban Conference.464 Yet its conduct has remained unchanged. The Ford Foundation’s 
recent grantees include “Jews for Racial and Economic Justice,” which defended violent and antisemitic 
pro-Palestinian protests on college campuses, and the Arab Renaissance for Democracy and Development 
(ARDD), where antisemitic rapporteur Francesca Albanese served as Senior Advisor, and continues to list 
herself as such on X.465 ARDD employed Albanese to create a “Global Network on the Question of Palestine,” 
an anti-Israel lobbying network. In 2024, ARDD’s Global Network orchestrated an international lobbying 
effort to pressure Western countries to reinstate funding for UNRWA, whose senior staff have included 
Hamas terror chiefs.466

The Ford Foundation has also donated millions to the Tides Network, which funnels money from 
progressive billionaires such as George Soros and Peter Buffett to anti-Israel NGOs including IfNotNow 
and Jewish Voice for Peace.467 Until the October 7, 2023 Hamas attack, the Ford Foundation had funded 
the PFLP-linked Alliance for Global Justice.468 Most recently, in October 2025, the Ford Foundation came 
under investigation by the Senate Judiciary Committee for providing more than $10 million to the Chinese 
government in support of its Belt and Road Initiative.469

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Solidarity Center is a workers’ rights organization that, before 2025, stated that it practices “equality, 
radical inclusion and intersectionality that is explicitly feminist, anti-racist, pro-equality, pro-worker, pro-mi-
grant and class conscious.” It was heavily funded by the U.S. government until March 2025.470 Critics have 
described the Solidarity Center as a group that champions “radical agendas in support of DEI and ‘climate 
justice.’”471 The Solidarity Center has referred to Hamas on its website as a “political party” and promoted 
anti-Israel advocacy, including publishing an article by the Palestinian General Federation of Trade Unions 
(PGFTU) that refers to Israel as the “Zionist entity.”472

As noted in the Key Findings, earmarked funding from private foundations with overt political agendas, 
like the Ford Foundation and the Solidarity Center, whether routed through OHCHR or provided directly to 
mandate-holders, unduly influences mandate implementation and undermines the independence required 
of Special Procedures.

Record of Anti-Western a nd Anti-American Rhetoric 
Romero’s anti-American views are well-documented and long-standing. In 2011, she tweeted that “The 
United States is a developing country”473—a claim that is factually incorrect under established economic 
classifications and that minimizes the role of the United States as a leading advanced economy and central 
actor in the global system, reflecting a broader anti-U.S. framing rather than a serious economic assessment. 

A month later, she openly admitted her disdain for the West, tweeting “Nooo noooo nooo... I’m seriously 
lacking tolerance to be in the West!!”474 In 2012, this was her comment on the U.S. Guantanamo Bay detention 
facility: “The United States cannot keep its concentration camp open in the eyes of all humanity and continue 
to declare itself a state of law.”475 

In July 2025, she dedicated her entire UN report—ostensibly about freedom of assembly—to criticizing cuts 
in foreign aid, and to calling for more aid to reach “sustainable development goals.” The issue of aid is at best 
tenuously connected to her mandate on freedom of assembly. Romero’s report criticized Cuba once, Germany,  
the UK, and the Netherlands twice each, and the U.S. no less than 15 times. She never once mentioned China, 
Russia, Iran, Venezuela, Qatar, or most of the world’s worst dictatorships. 

Romero claims the U.S. worsened the “global aid crisis” by “arbitrarily” cutting foreign assistance, referring 
to the dissolution of USAID.476 The charge is misleading,477 and Romero ignores the substantial, well-docu-
mented mismanagement within USAID.478

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In her report, Romero extends this blame to hold the U.S. accountable for repression abroad, arguing that 
U.S. “stigmatization of aid” has “empowered” abusive governments and that scrutiny of terrorism financing 
has “triggered” surveillance of NGOs. She omits long-documented links between aid and terror financing 
(including in Syria,479 Pakistan,480 Afghanistan,481 and in the Palestinian482 context), and ends up portraying 
the U.S. as responsible for repression in countries ranging from Hungary to Nigeria and Paraguay.

The report also criticizes countries for shifting resources to defense and “narrow national interests,” 
ignoring the impact of Russia’s war in Ukraine on global security priorities. Likewise, she dismisses sanctions 
and counterterrorism as harmful to civil society—raising the question of what she believes countries should 
do in response to aggression. 

Finally, Romero blames the United States for both UN budget shortfalls and the lack of NGO funding, 
even asserting that the U.S. “owed NGOs millions in reimbursement.” Her reporting reveals not principled 
oversight, but an entrenched sense of entitlement—demanding American funding while attacking the very 
country she insists must keep writing the checks.

Defends Antisemitic Abuse Under the Guise of “Human 
Rights”
In a letter to Columbia University, co-signed with other UN experts,483 Romero defended pro-Palestine 
protesters484 who harassed Jewish students, incited violence, and vandalized university property. Rather 
than condemning the antisemitic targeting of students, Romero criticized the U.S. government’s efforts to hold 
universities accountable. In her words, “Universities need to be places of resistance to authoritarianism, and 
not be complicit with curtailing [human rights],”485 suggesting that protecting the rights of Jewish students 
somehow “curtails” human rights. Nowhere in her reports or statements does she affirm the rights of Jewish 
or pro-Israel students, despite their increasing vulnerability on college campuses.

The same disregard for Jewish students’ rights is evident in her official UN reporting. Her July 2024 report 
to the General Assembly rejected the notion that the chant “From the river to the sea” is genocidal, absurdly 
claiming that it “advocates for freedom, human rights and dignity for all in Israel and the Occupied Palestinian 
Territory”—a claim belied by the phrase’s consistent use by groups like Hamas to call for Israel’s elimination.486 
Romero distorted the issue of antisemitism by portraying pro-Palestinian protesters chanting a genocidal 
slogan as victims who were “vilified and criminalized,” claiming that criticism of the chant “created a hostile 
environment for pro-Palestinian expressions.” In fact, it is these protesters who fostered a hostile environment 
for Jewish and pro-Israel students on campuses and beyond.

In October 2024, Romero issued a statement titled “Safeguarding the right to freedom of peaceful assembly 
and association on campuses…” which similarly portrayed pro-Palestinian activism as wholly virtuous 
while omitting any mention of intimidation, harassment, or violence directed at Jewish students. She

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dismissed allegations of antisemitism among pro-Palestinian protesters as “racism against Palestinians” 
and “unfounded.”487 She then doubled down in her July 2025 report, arguing that the use of immigration 
enforcement powers to arrest pro-Palestinian activists marked “another aggravated development.”488 Yet 
again, she ignored the violent and criminal behavior that prompted those arrests in the first place.

Denies Israel’s Legitimacy
In May 2025, speaking on an issue that has no connection to her UN mandate on freedom of assembly, Romero 
claimed that Israel had been “ethnically cleansing the Palestinians for 77 years,”489 dating back to its estab-
lishment in 1948, and thus implicitly rejecting the legitimacy of the Jewish state. Earlier, she had accused 
Israel of committing “genocide in Palestine” while endorsing continued demonstrations against Israel under 
the guise of “peaceful assembly and association,” despite the protests’ well-documented record of violence.490 
At the same time, she refuses to acknowledge, let alone support, the bravery of anti-Hamas protesters in 
Gaza—those who risk their lives opposing the region’s actual genocidal regime. Instead, she routinely reserves 
her moral outrage for the Jewish state alone. 

Romero has also signed and promoted numerous one-sided statements led by UN rapporteur Francesca 
Albanese, many of which bear no relation to her mandate on freedom of assembly.491 Rather than limiting 
herself to issues within her portfolio, she has joined statements on matters such as the implementation of the 
ICJ’s July 2024 advisory opinion,492 the lawfulness of specific Israeli military operations,493 calls for a military 
ceasefire,494 and broad allegations of famine and genocide in Gaza.495 These interventions go well beyond the 
scope of her mandate and reinforce a pattern of political advocacy targeting Israel.

In March 2020, Alena Douhan was named Special Rapporteur “on the negative impact of unilateral coercive 
measures on the enjoyment of human rights.”496 A Belarusian lawyer, Douhan is a professor of international 
Law, and founding director of the Peace Research Center at the Belarusian State University. She previously 
worked as a consultant in the UN office in Belarus and testified before UN bodies as an expert on unilateral 
coercive measures.497

The mandate was created in 2014 through a resolution initiated by Iran on behalf of the Non-Aligned 
Movement, over the opposition of all Western democracies, and has since been consistently sponsored by 
non-democratic states.498 

It targets so-called “unilateral coercive measures”—a term used to describe sanctions imposed by democ-
racies on authoritarian or human rights-abusing regimes. The Special Rapporteur is tasked with studying the 
negative impact of these measures and working to minimize their effects on the targeted countries.499 Western 
democracies have repeatedly opposed the mandate, arguing that sanctions are not inherently unlawful and 
can serve as an important accountability tool under international law.500

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The previous mandate-holder, Idriss Jazairy, used the position to defend dictatorships and criticize the 
West. In 2017, he notably published a report portraying Putin’s Russia as a victim of human rights violations, 
shortly after his office received $50,000 from the Russian government.501 As Algeria’s ambassador to the UN, 
he had asserted that “antisemitism targets Arabs,”502 and he led a major effort to muzzle UN human rights 
experts503—before becoming one himself.

Douhan similarly champions anti-Western narratives while exonerating human rights violators.

In total, Alena Douhan’s office received $1.3 million from China, Russia, and Qatar.505 She has never disclosed 
how this money was used, despite numerous requests and articles on the subject.506

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Anti-Western Narratives and  Defense of Authoritarian 
Regimes
Douhan has consistently portrayed countries such as China, Iran, Syria, Cuba, Venezuela, and Zimbabwe as 
innocent victims of Western oppression. Her impartiality has come under serious scrutiny: after her office 
received $200,000 from China, she whitewashed Beijing’s grave human rights violations against its Uyghur 
population.507 As of February 2025, Douhan’s office had accepted close to $1 million from China.508

Douhan’s 2020 visit to Qatar led her to lobby Gulf states to lift sanctions on the country—despite Qatar’s 
well-documented support for terrorism—on the grounds that the measures infringed upon Qataris’ rights 
related to family life, education, health, property, religion, and expression.509 In the next two years, Douhan’s 
office received $50,000 from Qatar for her mandate.510

Douhan has repeatedly defended Russia against U.S. sanctions, including in her official reports to the 
Human Rights Council. In her July 2020 report, she described U.S. “sectoral sanctions” on Russian industries 
as “ominous.”511 In her July 2022 report—published less than six months after Russia’s invasion of Ukraine—
she went so far as to thank Russia for submitting complaints about U.S. sanctions.512 By September 2024, 
she argued that U.S. sanctions on Russia were having an “extreme extraterritorial effect” on countries in the 
global South.513 It is no surprise that, during her tenure as Special Rapporteur, Douhan has accepted more 
than $250,000 from the Russian government.514

In 2021, she visited Zimbabwe515 and Venezuela,516 attributing both nations’ economic crises to Western 
sanctions rather than to internal mismanagement and authoritarian rule.

In 2022, after a propaganda-style visit to Iran, Douhan claimed that the country’s “humanitarian and 
economic challenges” stemmed from Western sanctions, omitting the regime’s systemic corruption and 
repression.517 That same year, following a visit to Syria, she “commended” the Assad regime for coordinating 
her visit in a “transparent and constructive manner” and for its “responsiveness” and “support.”518 She went 
so far as to declare that Western sanctions might amount to “a crime against humanity” against the entire 
Syrian population.519

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Likewise, Douhan has worked to exonerate the Cuban police state. In February 2025, she condemned the 
United States for reinstating Cuba as a State Sponsor of Terrorism,520 and in November 2025 she followed up 
with a propaganda trip to the island. The visit’s main purpose was to attack U.S. sanctions, which she blamed 
for everything from food shortages to migration. In her preliminary findings, she offered no criticism of Cuba’s 
authoritarian policies.521

Similar anti-Western themes are evident in her thematic reporting. In her March 2024 report to the 
Human Rights Council, she even blamed Western sanctions for the lack of access to hormone therapy and 
antiretroviral treatment for LGBT people in repressive states such as Iran, Syria, Sudan, and Zimbabwe.522 In 
her July 2025 report to the Human Rights Council, she claimed that Western sanctions were responsible for 
food insecurity in Cuba, Syria, Venezuela, and North Korea—entirely ignoring other critical factors such as 
government policies, institutional corruption, and conflict.523

Drives Anti-Western Narrati ves in the UN System
She has also taken a leading role in advancing anti-Western advocacy at the UN. For example, she spoke on 
a UN panel chaired by Iran criticizing Western sanctions on regimes such as Russia, Syria, Iran, Cuba, and 
Venezuela, where the Cuban president delivered the keynote address.524 She also gave opening remarks at a 
two-hour UNHRC session condemning similar sanctions.525 In December 2022—while much of the world 
condemned Iran for its brutal crackdown on protesters following the death of Mahsa Amini—Douhan absurdly 
chose to issue a letter blaming U.S. sanctions for Iranian air pollution.526

In May 2020, Mary Lawlor was appointed Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights defenders.527 
Lawlor is an adjunct professor at Trinity College London’s School of Business where she focuses on business 
and human rights. From 1988 to 2000, she headed Amnesty International in Ireland. From 2001 to 2016, she 
was founder and Executive Director of Front Line Defenders, an NGO focused on protecting human rights 
activists.528 

Under its founding resolution from 2000, the mandate is to promote implementation of the UN declaration 
on human rights defenders, monitor and report on their situation, and recommend strategies to protect them.529 
Lawlor has exhibited a persistent and deeply partisan hostility toward the United States. She also consistently 
aligns herself with anti-Israel activists while turning a blind eye to Israeli suffering and the broader context 
of terrorism.

The Norwegian Human Rights Fund (NHRF) is primarily funded by the Norwegian government.532 NHRF’s 
support for Palestinian “human rights defenders” focuses on criticism of Israeli policies rather than abuses by 
the Palestinian Authority or Hamas. Its website praises activists who “work to reverse the destructive effect 
that the longstanding occupation” has on “democratic principles and human rights.”533 NHRF co-founders 
include Jan Egeland, a participant in lawfare campaigns against Israel.534 In 2019, NHRF’s Executive Director, 
Ingeborg Moa, lobbied for a boycott of Israel’s Eurovision song contest.535 Notably, Mary Lawlor herself serves 
on the Advisory Board of NHRF—the organization funding her work—which raises questions of a potential 
conflict of interest.536

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As noted in the Key Findings, earmarked funding from governments or foundations that have a particular 
social or political agenda, whether routed through the UN human rights office (OHCHR) or provided directly 
to mandate-holders, unduly influences mandate implementation and undermines the independence required 
of Special Procedures.

Austria, Ireland, Norway, and Spain should not be funding a UN position that has been politicized and 
weaponized to attack the West.

Strong Anti-American Bias
In a N ovember 2025 tweet, Lawlor criticized the United States for withdrawing from the Universal Periodic 
Review process, despite the UN’s well-documented anti-American bias.537 In the same X thread, she attacked 
the U.S. for dispersing pro-Palestinian protests538—without acknowledging the often violent nature of some 
demonstrations—and for authorizing weapons transfers to Israel.539 In 2019, she advocated sending Donald 
Trump on a “one-way ticket” to the moon.540

In an October 2023 human rights lecture at the University of Minnesota, Lawlor equated the United States 
with Russia and China, accusing all three governments of “challenging” the “language used to articulate 
human rights.”541 During the same lecture, she mischaracterized two NYPD arrests of climate activists as 
deliberate efforts to chill protest, when in fact the activists were knowingly defying a restraining order.542

A July 2022 report on human rights defenders in migration similarly portrayed individuals who facilitate 
illegal immigration in the United States as victims, lamenting that those who assist in breaking immigration 
laws “go unrecognized and unprotected” and face the “threat” of legal consequences.543 The report did not 
address the security and public-safety implications of illegal immigration. It further accused the United States 
of engaging in a “pattern of…harassment,” citing three immigration lawyers the government had “flagged,” 
all of whom publicly oppose immigration enforcement. Nicole Ramos has advocated “open borders,” arguing 
that “you can’t draw lines on stolen land,”544 while Erika Pinheiro545 and Nora Phillips546 describe themselves 
as immigration “abolitionists,” rejecting enforcement as inherently violent and opposing policing, detention, 
and deportation of illegal immigrants.

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Endorses BDS and Delegitimizes Israel
Lawlor endorses Omar Barghouti, leader of the BDS movement to boycott, sanction and divest from Israel, who 
has openly stated that the movement’s ultimate goal is to dismantle Israel—“the Zionist regime.”547 In a May 
2025 tweet, she defended his appearance at a Dublin festival, praising him as “a leading voice speaking against 
“Israeli “crimes” targeting Palestinians, which she claimed are “only possible with international complicity.”548

She likewise defended Mohannad Karajah, a Palestinian lawyer detained by the Palestinian Authority 
amidst what Lawlor termed an “ongoing intimidation & smear campaign.”549 Karajah was accused of 
supporting public executions by Hamas following the October 2025 ceasefire.550 Formerly a lawyer for the 
PFLP-linked Addameer, Karajah has a long history of endorsing the PFLP and inciting terrorism online, 
including advocating against Egypt’s designation of Hamas as a terrorist organization and calling the October 
2015 terrorist attack that murdered Eitam and Na’ama Henkin in front of their four young children a “heroic 
operation.”551

Advocacy for an Arms Embargo and  Rejection of 
Israel’s Self-Defense
In March 2024, Lawlor published an op-ed in The Guardian calling for an arms embargo on Israel and 
condemning countries that “profess support for a rules-based order” yet continue to supply weapons to Israel. 
She rejected Israel’s right to self-defense, claiming it had been “invalidated by the disproportionality of the 
response,” while conveniently ignoring ongoing Hamas violations, such as holding hostages and operating 
from civilian areas.552 Likewise, in an interview with Turkey’s Andalou Agency, she dismissed the legality of 
Israel’s military actions against Hamas, calling it “sheer barbarism” and “a massacre of civilians”553—even as 
military experts have described Israel’s civilian-to-combatant casualty ratio as historically low.554 In an August 
2025 op-ed in the Irish Examiner, Lawlor once again delegitimized Israel as a “settler-colonial project” guilty 
of “genocide” and condemned the ongoing provision of weapons to the country.555

82  From Watchdogs to Ideologues

Defends Antisemitic UN Officials and Whitewashes 
Terror Links
Lawlor has also gone out of her way to defend fellow special rapporteur Francesca Albanese, dismissing 
credible allegations of antisemitism without addressing the substance of the claims.556 She has accused 
the governments of Israel557 and the United States558 of wrongfully designating certain NGOs as terrorist 
organizations, deeming the sanctions “completely baseless,”559 while ignoring the NGOs’ documented ties to 
the PFLP, a proscribed terrorist group. She selectively highlighted560 the case of a Hamas-linked Gazan doctor561 
detained by Israel but ignored the plight of Israeli hostages tortured by Hamas. Similarly, she condemned the 
killing of Anas Al-Sharif,562 the so-called Al Jazeera journalist who was in fact a Hamas militant receiving a 
Hamas salary.563

Excuses Campus Antisemitism
This pattern of selective outrage is further reflected in Lawlor’s handling of campus antisemitism. In April 
2024, she defended anti-Israel protesters at Columbia University, tweeting that disciplinary measures against 
students refusing to end their encampments were a “clear violation of their right to peaceful assembly,” despite 
widespread antisemitic harassment, intimidation, and disruption on campus.564

In October 2022, Margaret Satterthwaite was appointed Special Rapporteur on the independence of judges 
and lawyers.565 She is a law professor at NYU where she founded the Global Justice Clinic to train law students 
to become ethical human rights lawyers. She is also the faculty director of NYU’s Robert and Helen Bernstein 
Institute for Human Rights and has taught law courses in Australia, Britain, and Italy.566

Under its founding resolution from 1994, the mandate is to record attacks on the independence of judges 
and lawyers, identify ways to improve their independence, monitor progress in that regard, and make 
recommendations to states.567 Satterthwaite has disproportionately criticized the United States for violations 
related to the independence of judges while giving a free pass to authoritarian regimes, denied Israel’s right 
to self-defense, and defended antisemitic rapporteur Francesca Albanese.

Though she is obliged to be impartial, Margaret Satterthwaite’s UN mandate is being funded by organizations 
with a very particular social and political agenda. The Charles Stewart Mott Foundation funds numerous 
organizations engaged in biased anti-Israel advocacy. 570 For example, since 2006, it has provided more than $2 
million to CIVICUS,571 whose Secretary-General, Mandeep Tiwana, once tried to stop Israel’s prime minister 
from addressing the UN General Assembly.572 The Mott Foundation has also given more than $1 million since 
2019 to Access Now,573 which accuses Israel of the “digital occupation of Palestine.”574 The foundation has also 
provided nearly $3 million since 2014 to ActionAid,575 an organization that came under criticism in 2025 for 
falsely claiming that more women and children had been killed in Gaza than in “any other conflict in the last 
two decades.”576

In addition, Satterthwaite reported receiving a $60,000 grant from the Henry Luce Foundation,577 through 
Indigenous Peoples Rights International (IPRI).578 IPRI has advanced controversial positions including 
expansive interpretations of self-determination and collective land rights that undermine state sovereignty. 
IPRI co-founder Victoria Tauli-Corpuz has argued that there should be “no borders” for indigenous peoples.579

As noted in the Key Findings, investigators jeopardize the appearance of impartiality when they are 
receiving earmarked funding from entities with a distinct interest or agenda. Whether the money is routed 
through the UN human rights office (OHCHR) or provided directly to mandate-holders, such funding unduly 
influences mandate implementation and undermines the independence required of Special Procedures.

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Opposes U.S. Policy and Accountability Measures
Her record reveals a stark imbalance: she has issued only 13 condemnations on China, Russia, and Iran 
combined,580 while criticizing the United States directly at least 40 times during her tenure.581 She has also 
issued zero tweets on repressive regimes such as Cuba, Eritrea, Nicaragua, Syria, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, and 
Zimbabwe.582

Her commentary on U.S. policy is consistently critical, often reflecting a reflexive impulse to condemn 
actions associated with the current administration. In April 2025, she denounced as “alarming” the arrest of 
a Wisconsin judge suspected of shielding immigrants from law enforcement.583 Her criticism extended to U.S. 
sanctions on Brazilian Supreme Court Justice Alexandre de Moraes,584 whom the administration accused of 
political persecutions against U.S. and Brazilian citizens and companies, and of suppressing free expression.585

She repeatedly condemned U.S. sanctions on ICC judges, framing them as an assault on international 
justice586 and an attack on “independent justice operators seeking accountability for the world’s worst crimes,”587 
while ignoring legitimate concerns about the ICC’s increasing politicization. She also opposed a U.S. bill 
authorizing the Treasury Secretary to designate certain NGOs as “terrorist-supporting.”588

Selectivity in Thematic Reporting E xonerates 
Dictatorships
Satterthwaite’s thematic reports further underscore her bias. Her June 2024 report to the Human Rights 
Council titled Safeguarding the independence of judicial systems in the face of contemporary challenges to 
democracy singles out Israel and the United States while ignoring comparable or more serious abuses in 
authoritarian states.589 It criticizes proposed Israeli regulations allowing the Bar Association to suspend 
lawyers for political speech and condemns officials for calling a judge an “enemy from within,” yet says nothing 
about systemic judicial repression in countries like Iran or Cuba.590 The report also faults the United States—
highlighting an investigation of a judge who spoke about racial inequality and criticizing President Trump’s 
past attacks on judges—while largely excusing far more severe conduct elsewhere.591

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For example, the report does not address the prosecution by Saudi Arabia’s Specialized Criminal Court of 
ten judges for allegedly being “too lenient,”592 the stripping of citizenship and disbarment of 25 government 
critics in Nicaragua,593 or the arrest and prosecution of human rights lawyers in Iran in the wake of the Mahsa 
Amini protests.594

The pattern continues in Satterthwaite’s May 2025 report to the Human Rights Council on the rights of 
indigenous peoples to maintain and develop their own justice systems. The report is sharply critical of the 
United States, accusing it of perpetrating “waves of ethnic cleansing and dispossession,” while remaining 
neutral—and at times even favorable—toward other states with significant indigenous populations, such as 
Canada, Australia, New Zealand, Mexico, and Bolivia. The charge of “ethnic cleansing” is reserved exclusively 
for the United States.595

Her July 2025 report to the General Assembly on the use of artificial intelligence in judicial systems 
reinforces this selective approach. It praises countries such as Pakistan and Saudi Arabia but extensively 
condemns the use by the United States of AI tools in racial profiling.596

  Undermines Israel’s Self-Defense
S atterthwaite’s first public response to October 7 was a joint statement issued on October 23, 2023 with 
then-Special Rapporteur on countering terrorism and human rights Fionnuala Ní Aoláin, warning of Israel’s 
impending ground operation in Gaza. The statement preemptively addressed lawyers advising the Israeli 
military, urging them to “identify and seek to prevent actions that may amount to war crimes” and reminding 
them of their “professional duty to deny legal authorisation for criminal acts.”597 No comparable statement was 
issued in any other conflict directing the legal advisers of the attacked party on how to advise their military.

Though her mandate is limited to the independence of judges and lawyers, Satterthwaite has repeatedly 
veered outside her jurisdiction and called for arms embargoes against Israel, effectively denying its right to 
self-defense. In one November 2024 tweet, she declared, “I recall that any transfer of weapons or ammunition 
to #Israel that would be used in Gaza is likely to violate int’l law and must cease immediately.598 This has 
been true for some time, and is manifestly clear following #ICC arrest warrants.” In January 2025, she 
criticized the U.S. for continuing its military aid: “#USA: As we @UN_SPExperts have reiterated, any transfer 
of weapons or ammunition to Israel that would be used in Gaza is likely to violate international humanitarian 
law and must cease immediately.”599

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She promoted misinformation by misrepresenting the ICJ’s January 28 provisional order in the South 
Africa v. Israel genocide case, falsely tweeting that the Court found “what #Israel is doing in #Gaza plausibly 
amounts to #genocide.”600 In reality, former ICJ President Joan Donoghue clarified that this was not what 
the Court concluded: “The shorthand that often appears—that there’s a plausible case of genocide—isn’t what 
the Court decided.”601 Such a distortion is indefensible coming from a lawyer, law professor, and UN official.

Defends Antisemitic UN Figures 
In  March 2025, Satterthwaite spoke at a press conference on the Occupied Palestinian Territories, where she 
defended fellow special rapporteurs Francesca Albanese and Michael Fakhri, claiming they had been “merci-
lessly smeared and attacked” for their work.602 On X, she accused the U.S. government of having “slandered” 
Albanese, whom she described as someone who “bravely and rigorously fulfills [her] UN mandate to protect 
the human rights of Palestinians,” and reiterated her call for the U.S. to “halt arms transfers.”603 She later 
doubled down, denouncing U.S. sanctions on Albanese as “a shocking reprisal”604 and demanding they be 
“immediately withdrawn”605—even though Albanese has been formally condemned for antisemitism and 
Holocaust distortion by leading democracies, including the United States, France, Germany, Canada, and 
the Netherlands.606

In August 2021, Reem Alsalem was appointed Special Rapporteur on violence against women and girls.607 A 
Jordanian consultant on gender issues, migrants, and transitional justice, Alsalem spent 17 years working for 
UNHCR. She has also consulted extensively for UN bodies, including OHCHR, UNHCR, IOM, UNICEF, and 
UN Women.608 In 2009, she spent three months as a visiting professional at the ICC’s Office of the Prosecutor.609

Under the 1994 founding resolution, the mandate is to communicate with various state and international 
actors and make recommendations for eliminating all forms of violence against women.610 The post was previ-
ously held by Dubravka Šimonović, who controversially claimed that when Palestinian men beat their wives, 
Israel was to blame.611 Since October 7, 2023, Alsalem has refused to acknowledge the October 7 massacre, 
denied Hamas sexual crimes against Israeli women, and amplified Hamas-aligned propaganda. Like her 
predecessor, she refuses to hold Palestinians accountable for violations against women.

Ironically, although Reem Alsalem’s mandate is to protect the rights of women, she agreed to accept a $70,000 
donation from Saudi Arabia, which continues to subject women to a misogynistic and repressive system of 
male guardianship.613 In doing so, Alsalem granted a public relations coup to the Saudi regime, allowing it 
to receive plaudits from the UN human rights system as a champion of women’s rights, and enabling the 
whitewashing of its abusive record towards women.

The governments of Finland, Switzerland, Spain, and South Korea should not be funding a UN position 
that has been politicized and weaponized to attack the West.

Double Standards on Israeli Women
Since  October 7, 2023, Alsalem has consistently dismissed or minimized the Hamas atrocities committed 
that day. Her first tweet after the massacre amplified Francesca Albanese’s denial of Hamas’s crimes, while 
adding her own warning about supposed “misinformation and disinformation.”614 She has never expressed 
solidarity with Israeli women or acknowledged the rape and sexual assaults committed by Hamas on and 
after October 7, 2023.

Most recently, on November 14, 2025, Alsalem shamefully asserted that “No independent investigation 
found that rape took place on October 7,”615 despite a March 4, 2024 UN report documenting the sexual 
violence.616 Her remarks prompted over 300 prominent Jewish leaders to demand her dismissal.617 In an 
interview with Israel’s Channel 13 shortly after the release of the March 2024 UN report, Alsalem categorically 
refused to acknowledge Hamas’s sexual crimes, claiming she could not rely on Hamas’s own video recordings

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because she is “not a technical expert on videos.”618 Astonishingly, in a March 2024 interview with Ynet, 
she also claimed to have no knowledge of Israel being repeatedly bombarded by rockets from Hamas and 
Hezbollah: “I have not seen that, no.”619

At the same time, in February 2024, she issued a joint statement with Francesca Albanese accusing 
Israeli soldiers of sexually abusing Palestinian women,620 relying on unsubstantiated claims from Euro-Med 
Human Rights Monitor621—an NGO known for promoting extreme, unverified allegations and headed by 
former Palestine Rapporteur Richard Falk.622 Falk has  hailed Hamas’s “spirit of resistance,” justified Pales-
tinian violence, and claimed Hamas seeks “long-term peaceful co-existence.”623 His own tenure as Special 
Rapporteur was marred by controversies, including antisemitic blog posts624 and promotion of 9/11 conspiracy 
theories,625 prompting repeated calls for his resignation from the U.S., UK, Canada, Australia, and others. 
Even Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon publicly rebuked him multiple times.626

Alsalem’s double standards were further evident in her July 2025 report to the Human Rights Council 
on sexual violence against women and girls. In a section on “femi-genocide,” she accused Israel of various 
violations against Palestinian women based on unverified information, while ignoring violence committed 
by Palestinian actors—as well as Hamas’s sexual crimes against Israeli women on October 7.627 The report 
also cited a widely debunked claim, published in The Lancet, predicting up to 186,000 war casualties based on 
speculative, activist-driven calculations that have never been substantiated.628 Notably, the only two actors 
highlighted in this section were Israel and the Taliban.

Previously, Alsalem had also equated Israel with the Taliban,629 grouping them together in her August 
2024 report to the General Assembly as “countries involved in committing grave atrocities.”630 She likewise 
promoted the false claim that the International Court of Justice had found it “plausible” that Israel had 
“committed genocidal acts,”631 even though ICJ President Joan Donoghue clarified that this was not the 
Court’s conclusion.632

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Extremist Rhetoric on Israel
On social media, Alsalem accuses Israel of genocide633 and of deliberately targeting and killing Palestinian 
women for over seventy years634—essentially since the state’s creation—implicitly undermining Israel’s 
legitimacy. In a widely circulated April 2025 tweet, she went further, declaring that even the gravest terms 
in human rights discourse—“genocide,” “Holocaust,” “war crime,” and “forced starvation”—are inadequate to 
capture the “sheer depravity and heinousness” of Israel’s actions, stating that these words “recoil in shame… 
in recognition of their unworthiness.”635 Such hyperbolic language not only trivializes historical atrocities like 
the Holocaust but perversely casts the Israeli victims of Hamas’s October 7 genocide as perpetrators, while 
simultaneously denying Israel’s right to self-defense.

Amplifies Antisemitic and Pro-Terror Voices 
Alsalem has aligned herself closely with the UN’s antisemitic rapporteur Francesca Albanese, collaborating 
with her on official statements, as noted above. She also defended Albanese against antisemitism allegations 
by the United States.636 Notably, Canada, France, Germany, and others, have also accused her of antisemitism.637

In November 2024, Alsalem cited Anas Al-Sharif,638 a known Hamas terrorist who masqueraded as an 
Al-Jazeera journalist during the war.639 In April 2025, she quote-tweeted Wesam Afifa,640 a senior Hamas 
propagandist.641 The following month, she denounced Israel’s alleged cruelty as leaving one “repeatedly 
speechless,”642 while linking to a piece by Motasem Ahmed Dalloul, a known Holocaust denier and mouthpiece 
for the Qatari regime.643

In September 2022, Paula Gaviria Betancur was appointed Special Rapporteur on the human rights of 
internally displaced persons.644 Gaviria is a Colombian lawyer who serves as Chief Executive Director for 
the Compaz Foundation, an organization that promotes peace-building in Colombia. She was the human 
rights adviser to the President of Colombia during its peace negotiations with FARC, and has served on the 
UN Secretary-General’s High-Level Panel on Internal Displacement.645

Under its 2010 founding resolution, the mandate focuses on internal displacement and working with 
governments and other relevant actors to strengthen the international response.646 Gaviria’s record includes 
sharp anti-American bias, whitewashing Hamas terrorism, and ignoring Israeli victims.

NORCAP is part of the Norwegian Refugee Council,649 an organization that aggressively promotes interna-
tional lawfare campaigns against Israel.650 It has pushed the libels that Israel uses starvation as a method 
of warfare and is committing genocide in Gaza.651 Its Secretary-General, Jan Egeland, summarily rejected 
claims that Israel acted in self-defense,652 and lobbied against Israeli counterterrorism measures designed to 
prevent Hamas from diverting aid.653

As noted in the Key Findings, earmarked funding from private organizations with overt political agendas, 
like NORCAP, whether routed through OHCHR or provided directly to mandate-holders, unduly influences 
mandate implementation and undermines the independence required of Special Procedures.

The governments of Austria and Switzerland should not be funding a UN position that has been politicized 
and weaponized to attack the West.

Clear Bias against the United States 
Thro ugh her social media, Gaviria displays a consistent anti-American mindset, attacking the U.S. 
government, including on matters far outside her mandate on internally displaced persons (IDPs). She 
retweeted the June 2025 condemnation by Antonio Guterres of U.S. strikes against Iran without acknowl-
edging Iran’s nuclear escalation,654 the very trigger for those strikes, effectively blaming the U.S. while giving 
a free pass to a dictatorial regime. Gaviria criticized U.S. government reductions to USAID,655 the biggest

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donor to her mandate, and amplified a New York Times article condemning the aid cuts.656 Yet she omits the 
extensive record of waste, fraud, and even illegality within USAID657 that the administration highlighted.658 
By omitting this rationale entirely, she reduces the issue to a distorted and partisan attack.

Ignores Israeli Victims and Undermines Israel’s 
Sovereignty
In the aftermath of the October 7, 2023 terrorist attacks, Special Rapporteur Paula Gaviria Betancur 
completely ignored the mass displacement of Israeli civilians fleeing Hamas’s assault and ongoing rocket 
fire from Hamas and Hezbollah.659 Rather than condemning the terrorist atrocities, her first substantive 
tweet singled out Israel for criticism over Palestinian displacement during military operations in Gaza—
demonstrating a stark and troubling double standard.660 She has also advocated for the “right of return” of 
Palestinians displaced in 1948, a position that implicitly challenges Israel’s right to exist as a Jewish state.661 

Gaviria has publicly aligned herself with Francesca Albanese, the UN’s antisemitic Special Rapporteur on 
the Palestinian territories, defending her against U.S. sanctions662 and repeatedly endorsing her one-sided 
statements and narratives that delegitimize Israel while excusing Hamas.663 In September 2025, she went a 
step further by joining Albanese664 at the so-called Gaza Tribunal—an anti-Israel initiative spearheaded by 
Jeremy Corbyn to accuse the UK government of “complicity” in “Israeli war crimes in Gaza.”665 Gaviria further 
engaged in Holocaust distortion when she described proposals for a humanitarian zone to protect civilians 
in Gaza as “an attempt to create a concentration camp.”666

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One-Sided Narratives and Disinformation
In  March 2024, Gaviria issued a stand-alone statement condemning Israel for issuing “evacuation orders” 
intended to protect Palestinian civilians in the battle zone.667 The statement also repeated Hamas’s unproven 
claim of a “flour massacre,” alleging that Gazan civilians were killed while queuing for food668—a claim Israel 
has consistently denied.669 It made no mention of Hamas’s role, the October 7 terrorist attacks, Israeli hostages, 
or the mass displacement of Israeli civilians. 

In May 2024, Gaviria accused Israel of deliberately targeting civilians in Rafah,670 while ignoring evidence 
that deadly explosions were caused by Hamas storing weapons near civilian shelters in blatant violation of 
international law, effectively absolving Hamas of responsibility.671 In other words, when Hamas was endan-
gering displaced persons living in shelters, she was silent.

In January 2025, Gaviria publicly praised Al Jazeera’s pro-Hamas reporter Hind Khoudary672—known for 
her role in the 2020 arrest of Gazan peace activist Rami Aman673—for “professionalism and courage” in her 
Gaza war reporting, further highlighting Gaviria’s pattern of one-sided reporting and selective condemnation.

Amplifies a Pro-Hamas Narrative on Humanitarian Aid
When Israel offered an alternative to UNRWA’s politicized aid system—long exploited by Hamas—Gaviria 
immediately defended the UN agency and attacked Israel, amplifying unverified pro-Hamas claims. On July 
5, 2025, she accused Israel of forcing “mass displacement under fire,”674 parroting Hamas when she declared 
“This is not aid. It’s organized cruelty.”675 On July 21, she escalated the rhetoric, claiming Israel was using 
hunger as “a weapon,” forcing “two million people into open-air kill zones to access food.”676 On August 5, 
she joined other Special Procedures in calling to dismantle the Gaza Humanitarian Foundation and revert 
to the previous system that had consistently enabled Hamas.677 Sharing the statement on X, Gaviria falsely 
disparaged the new aid mechanism as “a system designed to dehumanize, control, and displace.”678 Through 
these statements, Gaviria lent international credibility to unsubstantiated Hamas propaganda, while ignoring 
the broader context of Israel’s efforts to deliver humanitarian aid.

In October 2022, Ashwini K.P. was appointed Special Rapporteur on racism.679 Ashwini K.P. is an Indian 
political scientist who has worked as an assistant professor at St. Joseph’s University in Bangalore and 
co-founded the non-profit Zariya, focused on marginalized women. She advocates for marginalized and 
indigenous communities. In 2014, Ashwini K.P. participated in a delegation to the UN representing Indian 
Dalits (“Untouchables”). She is a former senior campaigner at Amnesty International India.680

Under the 1993 founding resolution, the mandate focuses on government action to combat racism, including 
through communications to states and country visits.681 Ashwini K.P. is staunchly anti-American, shields 
human-rights abusers, and consistently ignores racism against Jews and Israelis.

Double Standards: Condemns the U.S. While  
Praising Qatar 
Following her November 2023 visit to the United States, Ashwini K.P. issued a scathing report accusing the 
country of “systemic racism” and “white supremacy” rooted in “settler-colonialism”  and the “slave trade.” 
She even attributed gun violence to racism, claiming that “the root causes of the gun violence impacting 
marginalized racial and ethnic groups are grounded in systemic racism”—a framing that appears to excuse 
perpetrators while ignoring victims.684

Ashwini K.P.’s report is especially hostile to U.S. immigration enforcement, at one point likening migration 
governance to “chattel slavery.” She faults the United States for “aggressively externalizing and militarizing 
its borders,” suggesting that states have no legitimate authority to police entry at all. Reflecting a broader 
rejection of the notion of state sovereignty, she asserts that migration policies are “grounded upon systemic 
racism” and should instead be interpreted through a “reparatory justice lens.”685

Yet while castigating the United States, Ashwini K.P. appears to adopt a positive approach to racist dicta-
torships. For example, on social media she shared a photo of her meeting with Qatar’s representative to the 
UNHRC, Hend Al-Muftah—known as the “Ambassador of Hate” on account of her virulent incitement against 
Jews, gays, and others686—saying it was a “pleasure”’ to meet Al-Muftah and welcoming Qatar’s “support” for 
her mandate.687 In fact, Qatar’s abysmal record merits an entirely different approach. That is why Ashwini 
K.P.’s predecessor, Tendayi Achiume, urged Doha in 2020 to dismantle what she described as a “quasi-caste 
system based on national origin,” a reference to Qatar’s entrenched discrimination against migrant workers.688

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Shields Human-Rights Abusers  
and Obsessively  Singles Out Israel 
Ashwini K.P.’s June 2024 report to the Human Rights Council—focused on AI and racial discrimination—
disproportionately targeted democracies and conspicuously omitted any mention of facial recognition abuses 
by authoritarian regimes.689 Notably, Ashwini K.P. made no reference to well-documented privacy violations 
by Russia690 or China,691 both of which employ facial recognition for surveillance and crime prevention at the 
expense of civilian privacy. She likewise ignored abuses in Latin American dictatorships like Venezuela692 and 
Cuba,693 where such technologies have been deployed in racially discriminatory ways. At the same time, she 
accused Israel of perpetrating apartheid against the Palestinian people, specifically highlighting the use of 
facial recognition technology by Israeli soldiers to identify Palestinians. 

In her October 2025 report to the General Assembly on conflict and racism, Ashwini K.P. offered only 
passing references to severe and protracted conflicts such as those in Sudan, Myanmar, Yemen, Afghanistan, 
and the Democratic Republic of Congo.694 The report again fixated on Israel, criticizing it multiple times, while 
failing to address the disturbing rise in racism against Jews and Israelis worldwide amid the Gaza conflict, 
with businesses from Utah695 to Italy696 and Ireland697 posting signs reading “No Israelis/Zionists allowed.”

Notably, while Ashwini K.P. praised the International Olympic Committee in 2023 for considering allowing 
individual athletes from Russia and Belarus to compete as “neutral athletes,”698 in 2025, she advocated that 
international football associations exclude the Israeli team over Israel’s alleged “genocide” in Gaza. She 
sought to justify this disparate treatment by asserting that the boycott call targeted the State of Israel rather 
than individual athletes.699 In practice, however, her advocacy aimed at the exclusion of Israeli athletes from 
international competition.

Selective Solidarity and Whitewashing of Terro rism
Ashwini K.P.’s partiality is further evident in her public endorsements of the antisemitic UN rapporteur 
Francesca Albanese. She tweeted her “complete solidarity” with Albanese700 and condemned criticism of 
her, asserting that such attacks must be “condemned in the strongest possible terms.”701 She also retweeted 
a post by Albanese that perversely equated innocent Israelis kidnapped by Hamas with Palestinian security 
prisoners convicted of criminal offenses—referring to both groups as “hostages.”702 

Ashwini K.P. did not condemn the antisemitic Hamas-led October 7 attack when it occurred. Her first 
public statement—a joint UN press release on October 12, 2023—focused on criticizing both sides with a 
greater emphasis on the Israeli response.703 During a UN press briefing in November 2024, she offered only 
a single perfunctory line condemning the Hamas massacre, ignoring the antisemitic ideology driving it and 
immediately pivoting to allegations of Israeli racism against Palestinians. She claimed such racism “perpet-
uates a cycle of violence, exclusion, and elimination,” arguing that it “not only dehumanizes Palestinians but 
also justifies and perpetuates the continued occupation and violence they are subjected to.” While urging 
that a ceasefire should be States’ “core demand,” she made no reference to the hostages held by Hamas or to 
Israel’s right to security and self-defense.704
